At least one godparent/sponsor must be a fully-
initiated practicing Catholic. 
 
Sacrament of Marriage 
Contact the parish office at least six months prior 
to the anticipated wedding date. No wedding date 
can be set until the couple meets with one of the 
deacons. 
 
Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick 
Those who are seriously ill; elderly individuals  
who are weakened; those facing or recovering  
from surgery; children who are sick; or pregnant 
women may participate in the Sacrament  
celebrated following any Mass.  Please let the Priest 
know, or by appointment. 
 

Those seeking a deeper relationship with Christ through membership in the 
Roman Catholic Church are guided through the Rite of Christian Initiation of 
Adults (RCIA) process.  This year-round process always welcomes new  
participants:  those who are unbaptized; those baptized Catholic, but  
uncatechized, never having celebrated First Communion and Confirmation;  
and those baptized in another Christian tradition.  Fully initiated Catholics are  
always needed to serve as sponsors for those interested in becoming Catholic.

PASTORõS CORNER 
In today's Gospel we hear of how Jesus disciples were arguing among themselves about who was the greatest. It can be so easy for 

us to fall into jealousy of one another and seek to compete with each other. Jesus tells us that to be first then we must be last which is 

the opposite of a competitive mentality. Essentially, Jesus is telling us that we win when we no longer seek to compete but to serve. 

Only after dying to competition can we truly begin to receive our worth from our relationship with God rather than what we are 

doing.   

  

Jealousy is something we also hear St. Paul speak of in the Second Reading. St. Paul teaches that jealousy and self-ambition lead to 

disorder. Jesus sought to restore order by teaching us to serve rather than be served. St. Paul seeks to reinforce this by showing how 

jealousy and competition lead to wars. This war or disorder begins in our hearts and spreads to the relationships of people and 

nations. How many wars in families or between nations have originated from jealousy, competition and ambition? We need to stop 

believing the lie that our worth comes from being better than others and see how it comes from being whom God created us to be.
