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Lent 2019
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The reasoning was that during Mass the main focus is, and should be, on the altar. It was thought that the
tabernacle, and the adoration thereof, distracted the faithful from the Eucharistic action on the altar during
Mass.

In churches where the talernacle is in a separate chapel (as St. Francis de Sales) the proper reverence to
the Blessed Sacrament, as always, is to genuflgatrhen entering and exiting the church, and/or every time you
go into the Blessed Sacrament chapel.

During the Mass, thedcus is on the altar. Every time we pass by the altar or enter the sanctuary, we are
to make a profound bow towards the altar.Why? The altar is the focus of the Massd as the place in which
Christbdés sacrifice wild.l b e eotd Ghrest, andltherefone is tnderswodwsatlye, t
center of focus, and as such deserves our reverence when passing it. This profound bow to the altar is to be
done EVERY time we pass before i even outside of Mass. This is why you will see the priest and ohers who
may be setting up for the Mass or attending to other matters, bowing to the altar literally every time they
pass in front of it. Also, lectors and Extraordinary ministers of Holy Communion bow upon entering the
sanctuary.

Thus, the use of genuflections or bows is based on where the tabernacle is, and whether or not you are
in the midst of celebrating the Mass. Outside of Mass, nomatter where the tabernacle is, one always
genuflects to it when passing before iti even as they are preparing for Mas or putting vessels away after
Mass. Within the Mass, one simply bows to the altar as the focal point during the Mass itself (as again, a
genuflection is offered to begin and end Mass). Genuflections are offered only to the tabernacle EXCEPT
once a yearwhen we genuflect to something else (do you know what and when?). More on that next week.

Two smaller meals may also be taken, but not to
equal a full meal. The norms concerning abstinence from meat are binding upon members of the Latin
Catholic Church from age 14 onwals.
