Easter - A Light Shines in the Darkness 
 

This week I was watching a video on the Formed website about the upcoming Easter Vigil 

and there was a theme in it that struck me. The Gospel this year comes from the book of John 

and it highlights beautifully why Easter is the most important day of the year reminding us 

that it was not just his death, but resurrection that proves his divine nature and wraps us up 

into the life of the Father. John writes that Easter, the resurrection, is the first day of the year 

and every subsequent Sunday is an echo of this first Sunday of the year. John writes that Je-

sus’ resurrection was on “the first day of the week.” By writing this, John is implying that the 

day of Jesus’ resurrection is the first day of the week of the beginning of a new creation. This 

is further highlighted by John beginning his Gospel the same way Genesis does, “In the be-

ginning…” Easter is the beginning of a new creation; therefore, Jesus is not just our begin-

ning but the beginning of new life for everything. 

John writes, “A light shines in the darkness and the darkness shall not overcome it” (John 

1:5). Jesus is this light and we see it in our Gospel today! Mary Magdalene comes to Jesus’ 

tomb in the darkness. When she gets to the empty tomb, dawn breaks; new light breaks up 

the darkness of the tomb revealing to Mary the glorified, risen Jesus. But, first, Mary mis-

takes him as the gardener. How ironic and fitting! Jesus created the Garden of Eden, one of 

his last acts on earth was praying in the Garden of Gethsemane. Even Jesus’ tomb was in a 

garden! Jesus is a gardener, ushering in a new creation, a new Eden. God is the creator and 

Jesus is the cultivator and pruner of our hearts. He is the one that helps us to grow so like in 

Genesis, when the Father beholds us in eternity he can say like everything else, “He saw that 

it was good.” 

One final connection between our Gospel today and Genesis and creation. Again, John writes 

that Jesus’ resurrection was the first day of the week ushering in the beginning of a new crea-

tion. What was created on the first day? Light! The first time we encounter Jesus after the 

resurrection is at dawn, right at the breaking of light. The light of Christ has come in fullness 

to illumine the darkness. We see this at Mass too! On the Vigil we begin outside the church 

in darkness; the church lays empty and dark like the tomb of Jesus. Light enters the church 

by the flame of the Easter Candle. The light of Christ has pierced the darkness. A vivid re-

minder of the truth John speaks, “a light shines in the darkness and the darkness shall not 

overcome it.” Today, we rejoice in the light of Christ! Happy Easter and God bless you all in 

his new year of life!
