“Agra” rugs, designating where in India they are made. The
weavers of these rugs are artisans from distinct families who
for generations have specialized in hand crafted rugs. Agra,
which is the city or area where the Taj Mahal is located, is
known for the excellence of its rugs. The rug at the Altar of
Repose and the rug before the Altar of Sacrifice are each
different, made by two different artisans. The smaller rugs
located before the side altars are the same design and
crafted by the same artisan. Interestingly, the rug connect-
ing the Altar of Sacrifice with the Altar of Repose is titled
“Grace.” The rugs complement the beauty and dignity of the
Church, the House of God, and the celebration of the
Eucharist, the Most Holy Sacrifice of the Mass.

A SAD DAY

Saturday, August 10, 1935, was a sad day for Immaculate
Conception Parish. Pastor for 33 years, beloved Monsi-
gnor Cramers was dead at age 60, a victim of cancer of
the throat. The loss of this man who must have come
close to being all things to all men, was overwhelming to
the parishioners. His body laid in State in the Church
prior to the funeral, with honor guards of Knights of Co-
lumbus and Catholic Daughters in constant attendance at
the bier preceding the burial.

POPE FRANCIS’ SPECIAL INTENTIONS FOR THE MONTH OF AUGUST:
Families, Schools of Human Growth

That families, through their life of prayer and love, become ever more clearly "schools of true human growth."




SILENCE!

How do we pray? Where do we start? First
we must begin by creating an environment
to pray in. This means trying to get rid of as
many of the external distractions as possi-
ble to make room for God in the heart.

Elijah gives the perfect example of how God
reveals himself to us in prayer, “And he
said, “Go forth, and stand upon the mount
before the Lord.” And behold, the Lord
passed by, and a great and strong wind rent the mountains,
and broke in pieces the rocks before the Lord, but the Lord
was not in the wind; and after the wind an earthquake, but
the Lord was not in the earthquake; 12 and after the earth-
quake a fire, but the Lord was not in the fire; and after the
fire a still small voice” 1 Kings 19:11-12. God certainly can
speak to us in the midst of our own chaos, but here in the
reading God is not found in the chaotic/noisy forces of na-
ture but instead found in “a still small voice.”

Robert Cardinal Sarah, in The Power of Silence, says
“solitude is the best state in which to hear God’s silence,...”
and that “... God abides in the innermost part of every per-
son” (The Power of Silence, 22-3). Thus in order to have a
conversation with God we must first get ourselves into a
state of interior “solitude” and discern “what is it that God is
trying to tell me today?” Finding God in the “innermost part”
of ourselves can happen in many places such as at home in
a quiet room, on your commute to work, and especially in
the Church. We need to carve out space from our phones,
our conversations, and business dealings.

Silence is not meant to be an emptying of distrac-
tions and noise for the sake of emptying, but, “..it is the
manifestation of a presence...” it is the giving of space in
ourselves so that God can enter. This is why silence in the
Church building is so important, before the Mass starts it is
commendable practice to arrive early and just sit’kneel in the
pew and allow the chaos and distractions of the week to fiz-
zle out before we receive the Word of God in the readings
and in the Eucharist. Even during the Mass itself there
should be intentional moments of silence that allow us to
collect our thoughts, or reflect on what we have just heard.

Silence after Mass is also important. But why?
Aren’t we supposed to go out and be a welcoming apostolic
community filled with the Body and Blood of Christ and
bursting at the seams to get out and share the joy we have
received? Yes! Absolutely, however we will not have the
opportunity to be in such a sacred space throughout the
week and reflect on the great gift we have received. Hence,
it is another good practice to spend your time inside the
Church for conversations with God, and wait till you are out-
side to have conversations with your family and friends.

Although the best practice is to have a reverence
and awe while in the presence of God’s house, not everyone
may understand why silence is important. This is why it is
important to help people first learn how to pray by our exam-
ple. Secondly, we must learn how to be as patient and un-
derstanding as possible. Practice makes perfect, so be ye
perfect and start praying!
