“A Warning from the First Archbishop of New York”

I n his St. Patrick’s Day sermon in
1852, John J. Hughes, the newly
minted first archbishop of New
York, raised a discomforting cau-
tionary flag.

“There is reason to fear,”
Hughes admonished the congre-
gants at Old St. Patrick’s Cathedral
on Mulberry Street, “that when
God permits men or nations to
prosper to the extent of their de-
sires, it is a mark of His disfavor.”

His warning that the worldly
lure of America’s Manifest Destiny
was already threatening his parishioners’ spiritual
bonds suggested just how far Irish-Americans had
progressed in the more than three decades since
Hughes himself had immigrated from County Tyrone
in Ireland.

Let’s recall his cautionary and admonishing words

Perhaps the better question is, ‘when is it
closed?’ Since | have become pastor in July 2015, |
have been seeking many answers to questions like
the one proposed by our parishioners about Holy
Mount Cemetery.

A little background. Holy Mount Cemetery dates
back to the last quarter of the 1800s and has always
been owned by Immaculate Conception Parish
founded in 1853. There are a little over 5,000
graves on 4.4 acres and all of them are sold and
most of them are filled.

Apparently at some unknown date in the past 25
years the gates at Holy Mount Cemetery remain
unlocked and wide open 24 hours a day and seven
days a week. This gives rise to many problems.
Loitering and refuse strewn all over these acres of
holy ground. Teens present at night and reports of
drinking, evidenced by the enormous number of
beer bottles in the garbage cans. Picnics and lots of
eating are also evident.

Repairs become difficult when a large block of
time without people in the cemetery cannot be
found. Two weeks ago, a storm brought down one
very old and large tree which we will need a crane
to remove and another one is precarious. We need
time to restore, clean and make beautiful once
again this treasured cemetery.

This decay cannot continue and even a cursory
look at the cemeteries that are used around us in
Westchester have opening and closing times and
gates that work. | have charged our new Pastoral
Council, as one of its first duties, to do a thorough
study of the hours and rules of all Catholic and
