W e ask this question when our children come 
home. Really we’re asking: ²Ƙŀǘ ȅƻǳ ŀǘŜ-- ŘƛŘ ƛǘ 
ƴƻǳǊƛǎƘ ȅƻǳΚ When someone comes to visit on these 
hot sultry summer days, we immediately offer a cold 
drink to quench their thirst. Why? Part of it is  
hospitality; the deeper part of it is to express our 
care for the other person.  
 Jesus asks us: ²Ƙŀǘ ƘŀǾŜ ȅƻǳ ŜŀǘŜƴΚ 5ƛŘ ƛǘ  
ƴƻǳǊƛǎƘ ȅƻǳΚ Could Jesus be speaking of spiritual 
nourishment? Could He be asking: Iƻǿ ƘŀǾŜ ȅƻǳ ŦŜŘ 
ȅƻǳǊ ǎƻǳƭΚ  
 What we watch, read and listen to fills our mind 
and heart. The way we discriminate about healthy 
food we need to discriminate about healthful  
material to fill our mind and soul. Walking along the 
beach or in the woods feeds the soul. Sitting on the 
deck or in the backyard with a cup of coffee speak-
ing to Jesus feeds the soul. Reading St. Therese’s 
autobiography, {ǘƻǊȅ ƻŦ ŀ {ƻǳƭ or a spiritual reading 
book or listening to a podcast by Bishop Barron 
feeds the soul. Listening to music that takes you out 
of yourself and puts you in contact with God feeds 
the soul. Praying feeds the soul. What can you do? 
How can you do this?  
 The way we eat three times, so too do we  
spiritually need to eat three times a 
day. First thing in the morning, make 
the {ƛƎƴ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ /Ǌƻǎǎ and thank God. 
Share with Him what you expect to 
happen. Ask for His grace to meet 
the day.  
 At Noon pray three Hail Marys asking the  
Mother of God to untangle the knots your life has 
slipped into.  
 Before retiring, put yourself in God’s presence 
and ask yourself three questions:  

For What do I want to thank God?  
Where did I miss the mark?  
For Whom do I want to pray?  

 As you review your day look for God’s presence. 

Thank Him for His gifts. Seek His forgiveness where 
you fumbled. Pray for those in need. Reimagining 
the Examen is a great app to walk you through the 
process.

[ŀǳŘŀǘŜ read about the Saint of the Day, comparing 
their struggles with yours.  
 As you commute pray the Rosary using [ŀǳŘŀǘŜ 
or on your fingers. Most important of all, it’s all 
about planning. Plan to pray three times a day to 
allow God to feed you. God does not force Himself. 
His Spirit whispers to us His inspiration; He gives us 
His grace. Only you can open your hands and heart 
to Him. If you do, you allow Jesus, the Bread of Life, 
to feed your soul!
