To see with 
the eyes of faith allows us to recognize Godõs work in the 
world, in the Church and in others for us, and in us for 

others. There are no limits to what God is capable of doing through our lives, for ònothing 
is impossible with God.ó On Mission for The Church Alive! is an opportunity for us to grow in 
trust of the amazing things that God can do in and through us for the good of the Church 
and of our communities. Donõt limit the great work of God.

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For the month of July, the Pastorõs Page will become the Pastoral Associatesõ Page, as Fr. Dave will be away for four weeks.  
While his absence this month is only temporary, it is also a reminder of the more permanent change that will occur in 
October, when Fr. Dave leaves us and our new parish administrator Fr. Grecco arrives.  Thatõs only one of the changes to 
occur that month, as our parish continues the process of associating in a new grouping with St. Margaret of Scotland and 
Sts. Simon and Jude.  Now it would be easy to overstate the extent of the changesñwhile our Mass schedule will be 
different, our programs will continue as before, and will actually be increasing this Fallñbut it is still understandable if we 
are tempted to face this new development with some discomfort, anxiety, or even fear.  What will be happening? How will 
things turn out?  Will the result be good? 
In this situation, itõs worth thinking about an insight from St. Bernard of Clairvaux.  He says that knowledge of ourselves, 
coupled with ignorance of God, can lead us to anxiety and even despair.  What he means is that the honest awareness of 
ourselvesñthe fact that our choices are sometimes bad or at least unwise, that our motives may be mixed, and that our 
lives often demonstrate our limitationsñcan cause us to worry about the situations of life if we forget that we arenõt the only ones 
involved in those situations. 
We need to keep in mind that the reality of any situation includes not just our human presence, effort, and actions, but also 
Godõs divine presence, effort, and actions.  Consider what Psalm 139 says of God: 

You know when I sit and stand; you understand my thoughts from afar. You sift through my travels and my rest; 
with all my ways you are familiar. . . . If I ascend to the heavens, you are there; if I lie down in Sheol, there you 
are. If I take the wings of dawn and dwell beyond the sea, even there your hand guides me, your right hand holds 
me fast. 

God is always with us in our lives and in our life as the Church.  St. Bernard tells us òif one does not know how good God 
is,ó anxiety may overwhelm us. We can all too easily fret over our imaginary list of potential problems, and forget about the 
fact that we are the children of a loving Father, and that Godõs grace and the power of the Holy Spirit are always active!  
In contrast, when we start looking at any situationñincluding the upcoming developments at St. Elizabeth Ann Seton and 
our sister parishesñknowing that God is present and at work, we have the opportunity to see what we are doing in a 
different light. St. Francis de Sales says what that might look like using a beautiful analogy: 

Imitate little children who, while holding onto their father with one hand, like to gather strawberries or 
blackberries from the hedgerow with their free hand. In the same way, you too, while gathering and handling the 
affairs of this world with one hand, must always make sure that you are holding on to your heavenly Father with 
your other hand, looking to him from time to time to make sure your actions and decisions are pleasing to him. 
(Introduction to the Devout Life, III.10) 

The upcoming changes are actually an opportunity for us to walk with God, handling the developments and situations, the 
new opportunities and possibilities with one hand, while the other holds on to the Father who is by our side; always 
seeking to act in ways that are pleasing to him and embody his desires for us and for the Church.  If we walk with God in 
these changes, they will become an opportunity for us to grow in holiness, and trust in the One who is with us.  As Pope 
Francis tells us in his recent encyclical, òDo not be dismayed, for the power of the Holy Spirit enables you to do this, and 
holiness, in the end, is the fruit of the Holy Spirit in your lifeó (Rejoice and Be Glad 15).

I hadnõt intended to write my column while on holiday, but Justice Anthony Kennedyõs recent retirement raised a political 
storm in which the Church is sometimes mentioned. People speculate that the Supreme Court might revoke the òrightó to an 
abortion and wonder what effect it might have on the country, its laws, and on women.  I therefore break my silence to 
clarify: 
¶ Faithful to Christ, the Church teaches that abortion (along with all direct and deliberate killing of human non-aggressors) 
is a grave sin.  Again at Christõs command, she also faithfully offers forgiveness to all repentant sinners, and aid for their 
healing and restoration. 

¶ The Church teaches not only that abortion is wrong, but also that its legalization is wrong.  Those who advocate the 
preservation or expansion of a legal license for abortion are sinning gravely by formally cooperating with evil. 

¶ The Church summons her children and all people of good will to support the weakest among us:  Not only unborn 
children, but all children, mothers at risk, and all vulnerable people.  The Church in general, and this parish in particular, 
pledge their support especially to all in danger.  No one needs to die from neglect!
