VOLUNTEER ORIENTATION  
Volunteers are the backbone of any parish, and that is certainly true here at St. Catherineõs. We have people who volunteer 
for hours each week and some who volunteer on a very occasional basis; some who participate in very visible ministries and 
some more behind the scenes. We could not carry out the vital ministries and mission of our parish without our volunteers ñ
all are essential and greatly appreciated! We want to make sure our volunteers have the information, support, and tools they 
need to do their work.  

In June we held our annual Ministry Fair and made a big push for people to fill out a Time and Talent Survey. The survey 
helps us connect parishioners with the ministries in which they are interested or have 
specific skills to contribute. While each ministry will welcome and orient volunteers to 
their particular group, there is some information that is important and helpful for all 
parish volunteers to know. We will cover this information at our Volunteer Orientation 
sessions on August 23 and August 31. If you are a new volunteer or longtime volunteer 
and have not yet attended an orientation, please plan to come to one of these sessions!  

Our experienced volunteers may wonder, òWhy should I attend?ó Two good reasons 
come to mind: 

1. You are part of the very fabric of this parish and you have wisdom and experience to 
share. You can contribute greatly to the orientation through your participation and 
through the welcome you show to the new volunteers.  

2. We want to make sure that everyone gets the same information, so that all volunteers 
have equal access to our policies and procedures regarding things like how to put 
something in the bulletin, reserve rooms, or use our buildings, as well as recognizing how each particular ministry is in 
relationship to all the others.  

Creating a Safe Environment (CASE) training will also be offered at the Volunteer Orientation for anyone who needs to 
complete it (for the first time or to renew). We are asking all parish volunteers to be CASE trained. If you have completed t his 
training within the past 3 years, you do not need to do it again this year. If you have never been through CASE training, the re 
are a few really good reasons why you should: 

1. Even if your volunteer ministry doesnõt involve children, youth, or vulnerable adults, your life certainly does. This 
training helps everyone know how to be more aware of abusive behaviors and how to respond to situations that we 
might see or suspect. 

2. We want to make sure that St. Catherineõs is a safe place for everyoneñso the more eyes and ears that we have in our 
pews on Sunday and at our parish activities, the better. 

3. This training will also open your eyes to the ways that we sometimes inadvertently put ourselves at risk in our dealings 
with children, youth, and vulnerable adults.  

The Volunteer Orientation sessions will happen Sunday, August 23, from 1 ð3:30 p.m., and Monday, August 31, from 6:30ð9 
p.m. in the Church. The first 45 minutes will be general volunteer information, followed by CASE training. Please contact 
Patricia Sipple at psipple@dor.org or 257-2493 to let us know which session you will attend or with any questions.
