HOSANNA, HOSANNA, HOSANNA!  (W EAR RED!)  
  

Palm Sunday is next week, and if you were to read the general instruction of the Roman Missal, this is what you 
would find:  

On this day the Church recalls the entrance of Christ the Lord into Jerusalem to accomplish his Paschal 
Mystery. Accordingly, the memorial of this entrance of the Lord takes place at all Masses, by means of the 
Procession. At an appropriate hour, a gathering takes place at a 
smaller church or other suitable place. (Because we donõt have a 
smaller church, we will be gathering in a tent at the front of the 
Church.) The faithful (thatõs you!) hold branches in their hands. 
Wearing the red sacred vestments for Mass (we want you to wear 
red, too, whatever youõve got), the priest and other ministers 
approach the place where the people are gathered. 

 The priest and the people sign themselves and the priest greets 
them in the usual way. A brief address is given, in which the 
faithful (thatõs you!) are invited to participate actively and 
consciously in the celebration of this day (like you always do). He 
sprinkles the branches and then proclaims the Gospel concerning 
the Lordõs entrance. After the Gospel a brief homily may be given, 
and then the procession to the main Church begins: òMy dear 
sisters and brothers, like the crowds who acclaimed Jesus in Jerusalem, let us go forth in peace.ó 

 The procession to the Church where Mass will be celebrated then sets off in the usual way (in our case, we 
will just be processing into Church). If incense is used, the thurifer goes first, carrying the thurible with 
burning incense, then an acolyte or another minister, carrying the cross decorated with palm branches 
according to local custom (we donõt have a local custom, but perhaps we will start one!), between two 
ministers carrying lighted candles. Then follows the deacon carrying the Book of the Gospels (we donõt 
have a deacon, but a lector will carry it), the priest with the ministers, and, after them, all the faithful 
(thatõs you again!) carrying (and waving) branches. As the procession moves forward, chants in honor of 
Christ the King are sung by all (led by the choir).  

 This is the start of the holiest week in our calendar and a wonderful celebration. Remember to wear red, just as I 
will, as we begin to walk this journey with Jesus to the Cross!  ñFr. Joe
