An Easter Letter 
 

Dear Parishioners, 

 

Love is to freely will the good of another for the otherôs sake.  Of course love must be free; it is a contradiction 

to say love can be forced.  To ñwillò the good of another means to do more than simply desire or want the good 

of another, but to set oneôs self to the task of bringing about that good.  I can want or desire that my neighbors 

have enough to eat, but if I do not do something to help them get enough to eat, then I have not truly willed this 

for them.  Although love affects our emotions, desires and passions, probably more so than anything else, it does 

not depend on them.  Our ñgoodò is that which brings us happiness.  Warning: there are many counterfeit goods 

that bring us a momentary happiness or satisfaction, but only lead to misery in the long run.  Love is directed to-

ward our greatest good first, and all other goods in their proper order.  Our greatest good is eternal happiness.  

Anything that compromises our eternal happiness, even if it should bring us a lifetime of profound happiness, is 

a counterfeit.  Love must also be directed toward temporal happiness, but this too must follow a hierarchy of true 

goods as revealed by God.  Love is directed towards the good of ñanotherò for the ñotherò sake.  The emphasis is 

on the other.  If I ñwillò to make you happy because it makes me happy, then the true object of my action is my-

self.  You have become a means to my happiness.  If this was the only reason I acted for your good, then again 

we have a counterfeit.  For most of us our love is neither purely for the good of the other nor completely selfish.  

We are not perfect, and this simply means that our love is imperfect, even though true.  I can have gold mixed 

with impurities, but I still have gold.  This gold can be purified.  Our love can be measured.  ñNo greater love has 

one than to lay down their life for a friend.ò  The more we are willing to compromise our temporal happiness for 

the good of the other, the greater and purer our love.  It is one thing to do this for a friend, try sacrificing your 

temporal happiness for your enemy! 

 

What does this have to do with an Easter letter?  God so loved the world that he became one with us that we, sin-

ners and enemies of God, might be one with Him.  He totally and freely gave of Himself in the person of Jesus 

Christ so that we might have life, and have it to the fullest.  Although this sacrifice of Jesus is directed primarily 

for our eternal happiness, it also is offered for our temporal happiness.  The happiness of Easter, the triumph over 

sin, evil, and selfish pursuits - all that is the antithesis of love ï was made manifest in the Resurrection of Jesus 

Christ.  However, this was possible only because Jesus Christ loved us so purely, so perfectly, as to give of His 

whole person, His whole life, even to death on a cross for us. 

 

For our love to be real and authentic it must be born in self sacrifice.  Here is the paradox of our faith.  Only by 

dying to ourselves can we live.  Only by the willingness to sacrifice our temporal happiness for the greater good 

of another can we find a true and authentic happiness in this life and, more importantly, in eternity. 

 

May Christ, through the victory of His Cross and the triumph of His Resurrection, strengthen your resolve to tru-

ly love your neighbor and fill your hearts with peace, joy, gratitude, and a profound happiness that the selfish 

ways of the world could never afford you.
