Year of Mercy 
The “Year of Mercy” began on the 

Solemnity of the Immaculate Con-

ception (Dec. 8, 2015) and will end 

on Christ the King Sunday (Nov. 20, 

2016). In announcing his decision to 

convoke (or call) an extraordinary jubilee, Pope 

Francis said that it arose from his reflection 

about how the “Church might make clear its 

mission of being a witness to mercy. It is a jour-

ney that begins with a spiritual conversion.” For 

this reason, Pope Francis put the mercy of God 

at the center of this jubilee year and urged all 

the faithful “to live this year in the light of the 

Lord’s words: ‘Be merciful, just as your Father 

is merciful.’” (Luke 6:36)

THOUGHT FOR THE WEEK 
What Child Is This?  St. Francis of 
Assisi suggested nativity scenes 
(“crèches”) in the 13th century so that 
the people could appreciate the 
Lord’s humble birth. The Moslems 
had conquered the Holy Land and pilgrims were no 
longer able to visit either Jerusalem or Bethlehem. 
Francis hoped that a graphic representation would 
help people visualize the beauty and mystery of this 
great event.  And it worked splendidly!  Msgr. Charles 
Desruisseaux has collected over 300 different 
‘crèches’ over the years, from every corner of the 
world.  They are on display at LaSalette in Enfield. 
Some are shaped like igloos, teepees, mud huts, 
barns, grottos, etc.  The personages (including Jesus) 
are portrayed as Caucasian, American Indian, Chi-
nese, black, Korean, Polynesian, aboriginal, etc.  But 

this is not a problem. In fact, it’s better this way.  After 
all, their purpose is not historical accuracy; it’s spiritu-
al encounter.  These ethnic interpretations remind us 
that Christ can indeed be all things to all people.  His 
presence and His message have made it to every cul-
ture and climate, to every corner of the globe. The 
less restrictions we’ve made on how Jesus is to ap-
pear, the easier it will be for us (or for anyone) to rec-
ognize Him.  St. Francis would be so 
pleased to see us look for Jesus in all 
sorts of places and try to recognize 
Him in all kinds of faces.  Once we 
have checked out enough of these 
Nativity Scenes, we’ll have a pretty 
good idea what Child this is...
