Thought for the week 
Mother loved you best!  Every parent insists they 
love all of their children equally, but who are they fool-
ing?  I am sure they try to, but they are only human! 
As human beings, we respond best to those who best 
respond to our acts of kindness and love. And not all 
children respond the same.  Today’s gospel shows us 
two sons who had very different relationships with 
their dad.  The younger one seemed cold, aloof and in 
a hurry to leave home. His older brother was comfort-
able, cooperative and craving his father’s approval.  If 
you look at your siblings (or your children), you’ll find 
the same kind of contrast: there are not two alike and 
all have a very different relationship with their parents.   
And the parents respond to each in a very unique 
way, according to each one’s temperament and 
needs.  I have the feeling that God , who invented 

parents and families,  is like a “super parent”.  He 
loves all of his children the same (just like any parent) 
but  interacts with each in a unique and special way.  
Some stay close to Him and get more attention;  
some are needier and get more help; some keep their 
distance and generate more worry; some mess up 
more often and require more mopping up.  Like any 
parent, God has to let go and hope his children will 
make good decisions.  He has to respect their free-
dom and get involved only when invited to.  The point 
Jesus makes in this parable is  that God is ready and 
eager to help us to help us get back on track when we 
come to our senses and realize how much we need 
Him.  You need to know that no matter how much 
your mother loved you, no one will love you more than 
your heavenly Father!
