THOUGHT FOR THE WEEK
Lord, increase our faith! What a great request!!!
What if your faith were as strong as your will, as practi-
cal as your eyesight and as solid as your spine? You
could live your whole life without any doubts. Imagine
knowing for sure that there is a God, that He loves
you, forgives you and has a place waiting for you in
heaven. Imagine being convinced that Jesus truly
died, came back from the dead, has taken His place in
heaven and will come some day to take you with Him.
Imagine going through each day of your life confident
that God is guiding you through every choice and chal-
lenge you face. Of course, we know all of this is true,
but there are times when we can’t chase away the
doubts. If only we could know for sure... There are
several ways to increase your faith. Obviously, the
best one is prayer: the more time you spend with God,

the closer you get to Him and the more you include
Him in your life. But there are a few others, like read-
ing the Scriptures and the lives of the saints. These
writings will remind you of what God has already done
and how others have interacted with Him. You can al-
so nurture your faith by observing and emulating peo-
ple you know (role models) who already have a strong
faith. And, of course, you can ask for God’s help when
you face a decision, dilemma or disaster. Each time
you realize that things went better with God’s help,
your faith will get stronger and you’ll want to turn to
God more often.
