During the Civil War, Congress decreed that“l n Go
T r U should be printed on all of our paper money. De-
spite many attempts by lawyers and lawmakers to re-
move it, it’s still there. So much for the separation of
Church and State! But it's far from settled. Our Chris-
tian morality is consistently challenging the “tax man”. In
the 70’s, people balked at funding “an immoral war”. In
the 80’s, we were not going to support the nuclear arms
race. In the 90’s, we objected to paying for birth control
and abortions. Today, we want exemptions for anything
our conscience is not comfortable with: “The Wall”,
Obamacare, transgender issues, etc. But of course, we
are still aggressively defending our Church’s tax-exempt
status. On the other hand, we want the government to
give us school-choice vouchers, tax credits for charitable
