THOUGHT FOR THE WEEK 
Lead Us Not Into Temptation.  It is pretty clear from 
today’s gospel passage that God is not the one who leads 
us into temptation.  In fact, it’s pretty obvious that God is 
the only one that doesn’t!  Of course, there’s the devil, but 
he sure has a lot of help. Our friends, our family (our ene-
mies?) and even strangers do it by invitation, example, en-
couragement or just providing us with poor choices.  And 
many times, we get there all by ourselves, without any 
help.  Our lives are filled with choices: God’s gift of freedom 
allows us to structure our own lives.  But all these choices 
come with consequences.  God hopes that our conscience, 
our moral upbringing and our love for Him and other people 
will help us make the right choices, but He leaves the 
choosing up to us.  Last year, Pope Francis gave National 
Conferences of Bishops permission to adjust the wording of 
certain prayers if, in their native tongue, the prayer seemed 
to contradict Church teaching or tradition.   
 

 
The French bishops had a problem with the Lord’s Prayer, 
specifically the line “Lead us not into temptation”.  They felt 
that temptation is a natural part of human life, a conse-
quence of original sin.  It does not come from God and God 
certainly does not “lead us into it”.  They suggested the 
phrase be changed to “Guide us through temptation” or 
“Keep us from falling into temptation”.  Other national con-
ferences looked at their own translations (including English) 
and realized that they have the same problem.  I’m not sure 
what will happen next but I feel the Church should go back 
to the original “Koine Greek” manuscripts and find out ex-
actly what Jesus said.  Today’s gospel tells me that some-
body got it wrong, that Jesus was not blaming the Father 
for our poor choices.  But I’m going to resist the temptation 
to change the wording on my own or the other temptation 
to resist this change if/when it comes about.  These two 
temptations would clearly not be coming from God.
