THOUGHT FOR THE WEEK  
Good News / Bad News.  It’s Monday and here are 
the headlines: ”Trade War With China Heats Upò, ñFlood 
Waters On The Rise in The Carolinasò, ñFatal Car Crash 
on 93ò, Both Sox & Patriots Lose”.  Yesterday’s head-
lines were similar; tomorrow’s won’t be much different.  
What do you think a steady diet of this stuff does to your 
morale, to your outlook?  It certainly saps the joy out of 
life and makes you wonder where we’re headed.  Well, 
lately, the Church headlines haven’t been any better: the 
scandals in Ireland and in Pennsylvania, the demotion of 
a cardinal, even calls for the pope to resign!  And the 
results are pretty much the same: people are wondering 
how things got this bad and if we’ll ever recover.  Well, 
I’ve got good news!  Things are not as bad as they 
seem: we are just focusing so much on the bad that 
we’ve lost sight of the good. In the “secular world”, gov-
ernments are still running, schools and businesses are 
functioning as usual, and people’s needs are being met. 

 
 In other words, there are a lot of people doing a lot of 
good.  Same thing in the Church: a lot of dedicated peo-
ple proclaiming the Lord’s love and compassion and 
serving His people with great care and devotion.  In fact, 
in both spheres, there is a lot more good taking place 
than bad! It’s just that the bad grabs all the headlines.  
Today, we celebrate our patron, St. Gabriel, an expert at 
spreading good news.  Whether the Jews were in exile 
or occupied by the Romans, Gabriel gave them reason 
to hope and to look to the future.  If we imitated our pa-
tron, we too would be highlighting the good that’s taking 
place all around us and assuring people 
that God is still in charge and He has the 
situation under control.  There is certainly a 
lot that we could talk about. Who knows, if 
we spread enough good news, people may 
acquire a taste for it!  And wouldn’t that 
be good news?
