Corpus Christi —Year of Mark - June 03, 2018

Corpus Christi!  une 3 MMxvi

In ancient churches you are likely to see in stained-glass or in
wood carvings, the image of a bird in a nest feeding its
young. But this bird, the pelican, is not feeding its chicks with
insects or the flesh of other creatures, but with its own flesh
and blood.

Legend has it that, in time of famine, a mother pelican will
pluck her own breast and feed her young with her blood, re-
sulting in her death. As the doctrine of Holy Communion was
developed this image was extensively used to symbolize how
Christ feeds us with his own body and blood in Holy Com-
munion.

In the hymn ‘Adoro Te devote,” which St Thomas Aquinas
composed for this feast of Corpus Christi, he addresses the
Savior as, ‘Pelican of Mercy, cleanse me in Thy Precious
Blood.’

The great Italian poet Dante in the ‘Paradiso’ of his Divine
Comedy refers to Christ as ‘our Pelican’. Also the emblem of
both Corpus Christi College, Cambridge and Corpus Christi
College, Oxford is a pelican feeding her chicks with her own
blood. It is the inevitable symbol of Christ the Redeemer: the
appropriate icon for the feast of Corpus Christi.

St Thomas Aquinas lived in the 13™ century and his life corre-
sponded to the Church's decision to establish the Feast of Cor-
pus Christi. Pope Urban IV commissioned him to compose the
liturgy for this feast. Even today we continue to sing some of
the hymns he wrote for that occasion.

St Thomas Aquinas had a profoundly Eucharistic soul and the
beautiful hymns that the liturgy of the Church sings to cele-
brate the mystery of the real presence of the Body and Blood
of the Lord in the Eucharist are due to his faith and theological
wisdom.

The Pope chose Aquinas, presumably partly because his poetic
skills were well known but mainly because he had written a
major defense of the doctrine of Transubstantiation, decreed a
dogma of the Catholic church a mere half century earlier.
Transubstantiation is often presented by its opponents as a
form of crude literalism. What Aquinas meant was that what
we actually consume here and now, is the very body and blood
of Jesus, who once walked this earth. It’s actually the convic-
tion that by a divine miracle, two worlds - heaven and earth -
are brought together, so that the now exalted body of Christ in
heaven can be met with anew in each celebration of the Eucha-
rist.

Two worlds meeting and the totality of Christ's humanity pre-
sent to us, however small the wafer, however tiny the particle
of wine. This is Transubstantiation.

We are privileged to offer this Sacrament of Corpus Christi
every day here at St Joseph’s. It reminds us not only of hrist’s
victorious death on the cross, but also that he lives, and that
the Eucharist is one of the great signs of his Resurrection.

The Body of Christ we celebrate here in bread and wine is
pointing us to the historical Jesus whose body was broken to
make us whole, to the ascended Lord whose body carries our
humanity into heaven. ‘Truly, truly, I say to you, unless you
eat the flesh of the Son of man and drink his blood, you have
no life in you’. (John 6:53)

Palabra de Dios para el Corpus Christi

EL PASADO DOMINGO recorddbamos el misterio de la Trini-
dad, en el que se nos recordaba que Dios es amor. Hoy, en la cele-
bracion de la solemnidad del Cuerpo y la Sangre de Jesus, se nos
hace presente como ese amor se acerca a nosotros y se nos da.
Las lecturas hacen referencia a la sangre de los sacrificios como
elemento de purificacion y de la alianza. Moisés roci6 al pueblo
con la sangre después de que el pueblo se comprometiera a obe-
decer los mandatos de Dios. Sabemos que aquella promesa no fue
cumplida.

Pero Dios no abandono a su pueblo, sino que envié a su Hijo
para rescatarnos. El evangelio recoge ese momento en que Jesus,
tomando un céliz lleno de vino, sefialo: Esta es mi sangre. Su
entrega, que después se realizara en la cruz, establece la nueva y
definitiva Alianza, que ya no puede ser quebrada porque él es el
Hijo totalmente obediente. La sangre de Cristo, recuerda la carta a
los Hebreos, nos purifica de todos nuestros pecados y nos condu-
ce al culto del Dios vivo.

Hoy contemplamos el misterio de la Eucaristia y lo adoramos. La
riqueza de este misterio es inagotable, pero podemos fijarnos en
tres aspectos. El primero de ellos es que el pan y el vino se con-
vierten en el Cuerpo y la Sangre de Jesus. Es lo que conocemos
con la palabra “transubstanciacion”. Jesus se hace verdaderamen-
te presente. Su entrega y su amor son tan absolutos que tienen el
poder de transfigurarlo todo con su amor.

Ante el misterio de la Eucaristia nos damos cuenta de que toda
nuestra vida puede ser transformada por el amor de Dios. En la
Eucaristia se fortalece nuestra esperanza. Uno piensa en el Car-
denal van Thuan, cautivo en Vietnam, celebrando Misa o en tan-
tos que han expuesto o exponen aun hoy su vida para participar de
la Eucaristia, y se da cuenta de que renunciar a ella es negar la
posibilidad de que hasta la situacion mas terrible sea cambiada.
Hace unos meses recordaba el papa Francisco: “Esta es la Misa:
entrar en esta pasion, muerte, resurreccion y ascension de Jesus”.
Y, si nos unimos a él, participamos de su victoria sobre la muer-
te, que nos permite amar en el mundo como él. Es decir, podemos
donarnos totalmente y vencer en todas las situaciones. Pidamos
eso: darnos cuenta del tesoro tan grande de la Eucaristia y de
como en ella esta la respuesta al mal del mundo.

El segundo aspecto es que la Eucaristia nos alimenta. El dia de su
primera comunion, la beata Isabel de la Trinidad le comentd a una
compaiiera: “Hoy ya no tengo hambre. jJesus me ha alimenta-
do!”, lo cual nos lleva a pensar si nosotros buscamos alimento en
la Eucaristia. No es mero signo de union exterior, sino una reali-
dad. El Sefior viene a nosotros. Asi también escribia san Alberto
Hurtado a un dirigido suyo: “Aprovecha para no perder ni un dia
la comunion: mira que es lo mas grande de la vida cristiana. Todo
estd en unirse a Cristo para vivir la vida de Cristo, y eso es lo que
se nos da en la comunién: Cristo y su vida.

El tercer aspecto es la procesion que se realiza en tantos lugares.
Al seguir a Jesus Eucaristia por las calles de nuestros pueblos y
ciudades, sefialamos que queremos que toda nuestra vida pueda
unirse a la Eucaristia: queremos que su amor lo impregne todo y
lo transforme todo. Al mismo tiempo manifestamos también que
el sentido de nuestra vida pasa por seguir a Cristo, que se entregd
por nosotros y nos abrio el camino de la vida eterna. Para hacerlo,
el mismo se ha quedado junto a nosotros en el sacramento. Nos
arrodillamos ante el amor que se nos da e, impulsados por la fuer-
za de la comunidn, lo seguimos adorando en el amor al préjimo.
