THE LAMB OF GOD

“Behold the Lamb of God!” We hear this phrase every Sun-
day at Mass, but there’s a good chance that many Roman Catholics
do not know who in the Bible originally spoke it. The phrase ap-
pears only in the Gospel of John, on the lips of John the Baptist,
who utters it twice. In tod ay’s Gospel reading, John proclaims
Jesus as the Lamb of God, and two of John’s own disciples then
follow Christ. A little bit later Andrew, who heard John and then
followed Jesus, brings his brother Simon to be re-named Cephas,
or Peter. A careful look at these Bible verses shows us the mission
of everyone baptized into the Body of Christ: we must always pro-
claim our faith in Christ, so that others will follow him. We may
not know how the will of God might work through those we bring
to Christ; that is not the point. The point is that our ongoing mis-
sion as a church is to bring others to Christ, the Lamb of God, who
takes away the sin of the world.

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ARTICLE 2
THE SACRAMENT OF CONFIRMATION

1285 Baptism, the Eucharist, and the sacrament of Confirmation together constitute the "sacraments of
Christian initiation," whose unity must be safeguarded. It must be explained to the faithful that the reception
of the sacrament of Confirmation is necessary for the completion of baptismal grace.*” For "by the sacrament
of Confirmation, [the baptized] are more perfectly bound to the Church and are enriched with a special
strength of the Holy Spirit. Hence they are, as true witnesses of Christ, more strictly obliged to spread and
defend the faith by word and deed."*

I. CONFIRMATION IN THE ECONOMY OF SALVATION

1286 In the Old Testament the prophets announced that the Spirit of the Lord would rest on the hoped-for
Messiah for his saving mission.”’ The descent of the Holy Spirit on Jesus at his baptism by John was the sign
that this was he who was to come, the Messiah, the Son of God.”” He was conceived of the Holy Spirit; his
whole life and his whole mission are carried out in total communion with the Holy Spirit whom the Father
gives him "without measure."”?

1287 This fullness of the Spirit was not to remain uniquely the Messiah's, but was to be communicated to the
whole messianic people.”* On several occasions Christ promised this outpouring of the Spirit,”> a promise
which he fulfilled first on Easter Sunday and then more strikingly at Pentecost.”® Filled with the Holy Spirit
the apostles began to proclaim "the mighty works of God," and Peter declared this outpouring of the Spirit to
be the sign of the messianic age.”” Those who believed in the apostolic preaching and were baptized received
the gift of the Holy Spirit in their turn.”®

1288 "From that time on the apostles, in fulfillment of Christ's will, imparted to the newly baptized by the
laying on of hands the gift of the Spirit that completes the grace of Baptism. For this reason in the Letter to
the Hebrews the doctrine concerning Baptism and the laying on of hands is listed among the first elements of
Christian instruction. The imposition of hands is rightly recognized by the Catholic tradition as the origin of
the sacrament of Confirmation, which in a certain way perpetuates the grace of Pentecost in the Church."*
1289 Very early, the better to signify the gift of the Holy Spirit, an anointing with perfumed oil (chrism) was
added to the laying on of hands. This anointing highlights the name "Christian," which means "anointed" and
derives from that of Christ himself whom God "anointed with the Holy Spirit."'® This rite of anointing has
continued ever since, in both East and West. For this reason the Eastern Churches call this

sacrament Chrismation, anointing with chrism, or myron which means "chrism." In the West, the

term Confirmation suggests that this sacrament both confirms and strengthens baptismal grace.

Two traditions: East and West

1290 In the first centuries Confirmation generally comprised one single celebration with Baptism, forming
with it a "double sacrament," according to the expression of St. Cyprian. Among other reasons, the
multiplication of infant baptisms all through the year, the increase of rural parishes, and the growth of
dioceses often prevented the bishop from being present at all baptismal celebrations. In the West the desire
to reserve the completion of Baptism to the bishop caused the temporal separation of the two sacraments.
The East has kept them united, so that Confirmation is conferred by the priest who baptizes. But he can do so
only with the "myron" consecrated by a bishop.'"!

1291 A custom of the Roman Church facilitated the development of the Western practice: a double anointing
with sacred chrism after Baptism. The first anointing of the neophyte on coming out of the baptismal bath
was performed by the priest; it was completed by a second anointing on the forehead of the newly baptized
by the bishop.'®* The first anointing with sacred chrism, by the priest, has remained attached to the baptismal
rite; it signifies the participation of the one baptized in the prophetic, priestly, and kingly offices of Christ. If
Baptism is conferred on an adult, there is only one post-baptismal anointing, that of Confirmation.

1292 The practice of the Eastern Churches gives greater emphasis to the unity of Christian initiation. That of
the Latin Church more clearly expresses the communion of the new Christian with the bishop as guarantor
and servant of the unity, catholicity and apostolicity of his Church, and hence the connection with the
apostolic origins of Christ's Church.
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SANTO TOMAS DE AQUINO // SIRVIENDO A LA COMUNIDAD POR MAS DE 125 ANOS.

ARTICULO 2
EL SACRAMENTO DE LA CONFIRMACION

1285 Con el Bautismo y la Eucaristia, el sacramento de la Confirmacion constituye el conjunto de los "sacramentos de
la iniciacion cristiana”, cuya unidad debe ser salvaguardada. Es preciso, pues, explicar a los fieles que la recepcion de
este sacramento es necesaria para la plenitud de la gracia bautismal (cf Ritual de la Confirmacion, Prenotandos 1). En
efecto, a los bautizados "el sacramento de la Confirmacion los une mas intimamente a la Iglesia y los enriquece con
una fortaleza especial del Espiritu Santo. De esta forma quedan obligados atin mds, como auténticos testigos de Cristo,
a extender y defender la fe con sus palabras y sus obras" (LG 11; cf Ritual de la Confirmacion, Prenotandos 2):

I. La Confirmacion en la Economia de la salvacion

1286 En el Antiguo Testamento, los profetas anunciaron que el Espiritu del Sefor reposaria sobre el Mesias esperado
(cf. Is 11,2) para realizar su mision salvifica (cf Lc 4,16-22; Is61,1). El descenso del Espiritu Santo sobre Jests en su
Bautismo por Juan fue el signo de que El era el que debia venir, el Mesias, el Hijo de Dios (Mt 3,13-17; Jn 1,33- 34).
Habiendo sido concedido por obra del Espiritu Santo, toda su vida y toda su mision se realizan en una comunion total
con el Espiritu Santo que el Padre le da "sin medida" (Jn 3,34).

1287 Ahora bien, esta plenitud del Espiritu no debia permanecer tinicamente en el Mesias, sino que debia ser
comunicada a fodo el pueblo mesianico (cf Ez 36,25-27; JI 3,1-2). En repetidas ocasiones Cristo prometio esta efusion
del Espiritu (cf Lc 12,12; Jn 3,5-8; 7,37-39; 16,7-15; Hch 1,8), promesa que realizé primero el dia de Pascua

(Jn 20,22) y luego, de manera mas manifiesta el dia de Pentecostés (cf Hch 2,1-4). Llenos del Espiritu Santo, los
Apostoles comienzan a proclamar "las maravillas de Dios" (Hch 2,11) y Pedro declara que esta efusion del Espiritu es
el signo de los tiempos mesianicos (cf Hch 2, 17-18). Los que creyeron en la predicacion apostdlica y se hicieron
bautizar, recibieron a su vez el don del Espiritu Santo (cf Hch 2,38).

1288 "Desde [...] aquel tiempo, los Apostoles, en cumplimiento de la voluntad de Cristo, comunicaban a los nedfitos,
mediante la imposicion de las manos, el don del Espiritu Santo, destinado a completar la gracia del Bautismo

(cf Hch 8,15-17; 19,5-6). Esto explica por qué en la carta a los Hebreos se recuerda, entre los primeros elementos de la
formacion cristiana, la doctrina del Bautismo y de la la imposicion de las manos (cf Hb 6,2). Es esta imposicion de las
manos la que ha sido con toda razon considerada por la tradicion catélica como el primitivo origen del sacramento de
la Confirmacion, el cual perpetaa, en cierto modo, en la Iglesia, la gracia de Pentecostés" (Pablo VI, Const.

apost. Divinae consortium naturae).

1289 Muy pronto, para mejor significar el don del Espiritu Santo, se afiadio6 a la imposicion de las manos una uncioén
con 6leo perfumado (crisma). Esta uncion ilustra el nombre de "cristiano" que significa "ungido" y que tiene su origen
en el nombre de Cristo, al que "Dios ungio con el Espiritu Santo" (Hch 10,38). Y este rito de la uncion existe hasta
nuestros dias tanto en Oriente como en Occidente. Por eso, en Oriente se llama a este sacramento crismacion, uncion
con el crisma, o myron, que significa "crisma". En Occidente el nombre de Confirmacion sugiere que este sacramento
al mismo tiempo confirma el Bautismo y robustece la gracia bautismal.

Dos tradiciones: Oriente y Occidente

1290 En los primeros siglos la Confirmacion constituye generalmente una unica celebracion con el Bautismo, y forma
con éste, seglin la expresion de san Cipriano (cf Epistula 73, 21), un "sacramento doble". Entre otras razones, la
multiplicacion de los bautismos de nifios, durante todo el tiempo del afio, y la multiplicacion de las parroquias
(rurales), que agrandaron las diocesis, ya no permite la presencia del obispo en todas las celebraciones bautismales. En
Occidente, por el deseo de reservar al obispo el acto de conferir la plenitud al Bautismo, se establece la separacion
temporal de ambos sacramentos. El Oriente ha conservado unidos los dos sacramentos, de modo que la Confirmacién
es dada por el presbitero que bautiza. Este, sin embargo, sélo puede hacerlo con el "myron" consagrado por un obispo
(cf CCEOQ, can. 695,1; 696,1).

1291 Una costumbre de la Iglesia de Roma facilit6 el desarrollo de la practica occidental; habia una doble uncién con
el santo crisma después del Bautismo: realizada ya una por el presbitero al nedfito al salir del bafio bautismal, es
completada por una segunda uncion hecha por el obispo en la frente de cada uno de los recién bautizados (cf San
Hipolito Romano, Traditio apostolica, 21). La primera uncion con el santo crisma, la que daba el sacerdote, quedd
unida al rito bautismal; significa la participacion del bautizado en las funciones profética, sacerdotal y real de Cristo.
Si el Bautismo es conferido a un adulto, so6lo hay una uncién postbautismal: la de la Confirmacion.

1292 La practica de las Iglesias de Oriente destaca mas la unidad de la iniciacion cristiana. La de la Iglesia latina
expresa mas netamente la comunion del nuevo cristiano con su obispo, garante y servidor de la unidad de su Iglesia, de
su catolicidad y su apostolicidad, y por ello, el vinculo con los origenes apostélicos de la Iglesia de Cristo.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

“Ordinary Time” began for us this week. On the old cal-
endar, the feast of the Presentation, still more than two weeks
away, was the last day of the Christmas season. Sadly, Bethle-
hem is hardly a place of peace on earth these days. The an-
cient Christian community has been largely uprooted by po-
litical strife. The Church of the Nativity stands (barely) in re-
markable disrepair and disorder in Manger Square. The roof is
crumbling, the major doorways are blocked, the wiring is
faulty, and the worship life is disrupted by quarrels among
Eastern Christians.

The church was founded by the Emperor Constantine in
325, destroyed in a Samaritan revolt in 539, and rebuilt by
the Emperor Justinian. When the area came under Muslim
control in 638, the holiness of the church was respected, and
in return Christians allowed Muslims to pray in the south
aisle, a right still upheld. Earlier in that century, invading
Persians were ordered to destroy all churches, but when they
saw the magi carved over the doorway of the Church of the
Nativity, they spared it out of respect for their ancestors who
bore gold, frankincense, and myrrh to the same city. The
Crusaders restored and redecorated the church by the twelfth
century, and it is their plan that survives. Down a few stone
steps is a stone grotto with a silver star marking the place of
Christ’s birth: when the star was stolen in 1847 it triggered
an international crisis that exploded into the Crimean War.

Since 1852, the church has been shared by the Roman
Catholic, Greek Orthodox, and Armenian Churches. The
Greeks are in charge of the grotto, but don’t enjoy the best
of friendships with the Armenians. Catholics have the care
of the Chapel of the Manger, and avoid the squabbles by a
separate entrance to the Franciscan monastery church of St.
