TRADICIONES DE NUESTRA FE

Peru tiene mas de 3000 fiestas cada afio, normalmen-
te en torno al santo patrén de algtin pueblo. La celebra-
cioén de Corpus Christi es celebrada en todo el pais. Pero
es mas llamativa en Cusco. Durante el dia se escucha el
repique de Maria Angola, la campana mas grande de todo
Perti, que existe desde el siglo XVIL.

La celebracion incluye una procesion con quince san-
tos y virgenes del siglo XVII, que vienen desde sus san-
tuarios hasta la barroca Catedral de Cusco para honrar el
Cuerpo de Jesus. Estas imagenes son cargadas por la pla-
za de armas antes de llegar a la catedral donde se queda-
ran hasta el octavo dia. Segin los peruanos los santos y
virgenes pasan las siete noches platicando con el Sefior de
los temblores, bromeando y planificando el afio que viene
para sus parroquias. El ultimo dia los santos y virgenes
regresan a sus santuarios con otra procesion.

Estas dos procesiones nos recuerdan que por mucho
que los latinoamericanos amemos y veneremos a los san-
tos y virgenes reconocemos que tanto ellos como nosotros

estan al servicio de Cristo Jesus.
