Dear Friends,  
   
     As we celebrate the Feast of the Holy Family today, 

the Gospel tells us the story of the heartbreaking 

experience of parents when they thought their child was 

lost.  Jesus had slipped away from the family without 

letting anyone know.  He went back to the Temple to do 

what he felt called to do.  In this story we discover that 

even Joseph and Mary did not escape the worries and 

anxieties that seem to be part of family life.  Even when 

they find Jesus in the Temple, they have to contend with 

his response that he had work to do which meant that he 

was growing up, coming of age and asserting himself 

outside of the family circle.  It seems that even Mary and 

Joseph had to contend with a lack of communication 

from their son.   

      Many young people wonder if their parents will ever 

understand the things that are obviously important to 

them.  Parents can sometimes learn painfully that rearing 

children is a test of their own growth as adults.  Some 

parents are left wondering if they will ever be able to 

keep up in order to fully understand a child.   

     Perhaps all of this helps to identify family life as a 

full time job that can be difficult at times.  Living 

together, understanding one another and coping with the 

challenges demands love, loyalty, respect, self-denial 

and generosity.  Jesus, Joseph and Mary are referred to 

as The Holy Family not because they escaped all the 

trials and tribulations of family life, but because at the 

heart of their family was God.  A happy home is not 

made out of bricks, luxury flooring or the best of 

everything that money can buy.  A happy home is made 

by having God as the foundation because with that 

foundation comes the ability to handle anything that 

happens to come along.   

     Families can become a channel of grace for each 

member when God is at the center of everything.  A 

little time in prayer as a family can help to improve the 

quality of family life.  If prayer has not been part of 

family life or has been neglected, the New Year is an 

ideal time for a fresh start.  We can never escape the 

challenges of life, but when we allow God to be at the 

center, we can handle anything.

BAPTISM – The Sacrament of Baptism is normally celebrated on the 1st and 3rd Sunday of the 
month at 12:30 PM.  Parents are asked to register for a Baptism Preparation Session prior to 
the Baptism.  Baptisms must be scheduled in advance by calling the Parish Office.  Sponsors 
must obtain Sponsor forms from their home parish – Sponsors must be active practicing 
Catholics.  The Sacrament of Baptism is not celebrated during the Season of Lent.   
 
Marriage – Diocesan policy requires that arrangements for Marriage be made one (1) year in 
advance of the wedding.  Refer any questions to the Pastor.   
 
Sick Calls – Please contact the Parish Office when someone is seriously ill requiring a visit by 
a Priest.  If someone is unable to attend Mass on a regular basis and would like to receive 
Communion please call the Parish Office 
 
Registration – We are glad you are here and want you to feel like a full member of the parish.  
Registering as a parishioner helps us to know who you are and to stay in touch.  Registration is 
required for sponsor forms. 
 
Sponsor Certificates – This is a form required to be a Godparent or Sponsor for Confirmation.  
To receive a form the following is required: -Be a registered, active (attends Mass) member 
of the parish (for at least 6 months); be at least 16 years of age; must have completed the 
Sacraments of Baptism, Eucharist and Confirmation; If married, have a valid marriage within 
the Church.
