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Some thoughts from Fr. Mike… 
 

Dear Friends,  
     
    There is no getting away from the fact that the most 

important thing that Jesus asks of us, and commands us 

to do, is to love one another.  Jesus put it very simply 

and directly: love one another as Jesus loves us.  The 

model and the standard for Christian behavior is the 

love that Jesus has shown for us on the cross.  As 

recipients of such great love, we have been called to 

share that love with those that we can see in this world.  

Love for those in this world, whom we can see, brings 

us as close as we can on earth into the love of God 

whom we cannot see.  When we refuse to share in a 

generous manner, it is as though we have encircled 

ourselves with a wall to keep people at a safe distance.   

     As disciples, we must follow Christ’s example by 

willingly sacrificing for others.  Love is a form of self-

sacrifice that demands that we give, not just of the 

things we possess but also of ourselves, our time and 

our talents.  We must remember that wherever there is 

genuine love, God is present.  The most effective way 

of communicating such love must certainly be to treat 

everyone as a friend, giving them the respect they 

deserve.   

     God’s love for us surpasses anything we can ever 

imagine.  Each one of us is loved individually and 

intimately.  Jesus said, “As the Father has loved me So 

I have loved you.”  We have not earned this love.  We 

have not merited this love.  Yet, the ultimate truth is 

that God has chosen us and has chosen to love us.  

God’s love was the reason behind God’s decision to 

send God’s Son into the world to take away our sins.  It 

is that fact that must become our driving force to love, 

even when it is difficult – and there certainly will be 

difficult moments when making the decision to love 

will be extremely challenging.  When we are faced 

with those very difficult times, it is imperative that we 

remind ourselves that Jesus’ own love was not limited 

to the people he liked.        

      The bottom line is this; God has invited us to share 

in God’s divine life.  That invitation is not based on 

anything we have done or anything we can possibly do.  

It is simply given to us in spite of our own weaknesses 

and sinfulness.  We will not be judged on our 

weaknesses or faults as much as we will be judged on 

the amount of love we have shown to others.

Sponsor Certificates ð This is a form required to be a Godparent or Sponsor for Confirmation.  
To receive a form , the following is required: -Be a registered, active (atte nds Mass) member 
of the parish (for at least 6 months); be at least 16 years of age; must have completed the 
Sacraments of Baptism, Eucharist and Confirmation; If married, have a valid marriage within 
the Church.
