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Some thoughts from Fr. Mike...

Dear Friends,

It is extremely unfortunate that society bombards us
with a set of values that are based on material security.
Society instills in many people that success is
measured by the amount of money one has, the extent
of our possessions, the make and model of the car we
drive and the exclusiveness of the area in which we
live. The success of society is based on the increase of
the stock market, the interest rate and the amount of
goods that are being purchased. Society’s
determination of success does not take into account
how someone makes a difference in the lives of others.
It has no system to measure how a company gives
back. It fails to consider success in terms of making
the world a better place. The bottom line for success
becomes how much power, prestige and possessions
you have. But the wisdom of God measures things
very differently. Power and riches are not a factor in
God’s definition of success. God reminds us often that
there is more to life than what is immediately apparent.
Spiritual values will serve us much better than
society’s values. We hear in the Gospel today that we
cannot buy our way into heaven. We cannot impress
God with our financial statement.

The rich young man in the Gospel prided himself on
keeping the Commandments. He was the essence of
respectability. He could have been the poster child for
going to Church and keeping the Commandments. He
came to Jesus for validation. He obviously wanted
Jesus to tell him that he was a shoo-in for eternal life.
He expected to be told that he had nothing to worry
about. Jesus did validate his observance of God’s
Commandments, but dropped a bombshell on the
young man by telling him that he lacked something.
There was nothing in his verbal resume that said
anything about being involved. He gave no testimony
on how he was making the world a better place. There
was no indication that he cared about others. So Jesus
invited him to correct the problem by becoming a
disciple of Jesus. For the young man of the Gospel it
meant leaving behind all that made him comfortable
and living a new life. He was not ready for that.

We have only one life and Jesus invites us to leave
the world a better place than we found it. That is the
true measure of success.
