Dear Friends,  
     
    The first Sunday of Advent reminds us that 

Christmas is just around the corner. The four weeks 

of Advent are our annual season of waiting in hope 

for Christ. The season of Advent waiting reminds us 

that things are not quite right with our world. Our 

world is broken and needs fixing because it does not 

pay attention to God. The best way to fix our broken 

world is to mend and repair it with Christ.   

     The prophet Jeremiah was also living in a broken 

world. He lived in desperate times. He witnessed the 

Babylonians putting Jerusalem under siege. He 

escaped with some of his people to Egypt. Yet 

despite all the chaos, he was hopeful.  Jeremiah 

looked to the future, to the promises of God. We too 

during Advent look to the future our liturgy looks 

forward to the Second Coming of Christ.  Jesus talks 

about his Second Coming in the Gospel today.  Jesus 

warns us to be vigilant at all times and pray to have 

the strength to escape the tribulations and to stand 

before God.  Jesus says we must be prepared to meet 

him. 

     There is really only one gift at Christmas and that 

gift is Jesus coming to us. We can make a return gift 

to Jesus by making our lives pleasing to him. The 

second reading is a fantastic call for us during 

Advent - …may the Lord make you increase and 

abound in love for one another and for all…to 

strengthen your hearts, to be blameless in holiness 

before our God and Father at the coming of our Lord 

Jesus… 

     What better gift can we give Jesus at Christmas 

than to live in union with him? What better gift can 

we give to Jesus than to have removed from our lives 

anything and everything that keeps us from Jesus? 

What better gift can we give Jesus than to be able to 

say to him, “I reformed my life because I love you as 

my Lord”?  Jeremiah saw that the answer to the 

chaos of his time was faithfulness to God, and the 

solution to our broken world now is faithfulness to 

God. The only way to fix our broken world is to 

mend and repair it with Christ.  This Advent we 

prepare for Jesus coming into our hearts and lives.  

As we wait in hope for the gift of Jesus, let us be 

ready to love Jesus as our Lord.

Sponsor Certificates ð This is a form required to be a Godparent or Sponsor for Confirmation.  
To receive a form , the following  is required: -Be a registered, active (attends Mass) member 
of the parish (for at least 6 months); be at least 16 years of age; must have completed the 
Sacraments of Baptism, Eucharist and Confirmation; If married, have a valid marriage within 
the Church.
