 The readings of today invite us to 

come to terms with the reality that God’s 

salvation is for all God’s people who do 

God’s Will irrespective of their race, their 

color, and their gender. In the first read-

ing Isaiah reminds his fellow Jews that 

God’s “house shall be called a house of 

prayer for all peoples”. In the second 

reading, St. Paul reminds the Gentile peo-

ple who have come to receive faith 

through the disobedience of his own Jew-

ish people that God has not given up on 

the Jews. “For God has consigned all 

men to disobedience, that he may have 

mercy up on all.”  

 The faith of the Canaanite woman 

in the gospel that obliged Jesus to heal 

her daughter attests to the fact that 

God’s salvation is for all God’s people. 

The Psalmist says it all in the responsorial 

psalm when seeing how all nations will 

learn of God’s salvation, he cries out, “let 

the peoples praise you, O God; let all the 

peoples praise you!” As members of a 

Christian community, do we open the 

doors of our church and our family doors 

to those we sometimes consider to be ho-

lier than? Do we even know that some of 

them might even get saved before us? 

May God give us wisdom, the grace and 

the humility to always look inward to our 

own lives and seek how best to correct 

our mistakes rather than point accusing 

fingers to others.
