ENGAGE IN GOOD FIGHT NOT BAD ONES

Bad fights can be triggered by anger. Bad fight can involve
physical or verbal fights as well as silent fights where you ig-
nore each other for some time to. These bad fights can easily
destroy a marriage. Dos and Don’ts when fighting:

Do not point fingers: Avoid using the word “YOU” during
fight. Instead, use words that show how you feel. Do
not blame your partner for everything. Look at your
own mistakes first before pointing a finger.

Pick your fights: Do not fight over petty issues. Don’t fight
just for the sake. This can hurt the marriage over time.
Let your partner know what he/she is doing that annoys
you or makes you unhappy and then find a solution
together instead of keeping things bottled up.

Do not raise past issues: Always stay on point. Focus on
the issue at hand. Raising past issues will only create
tension between you and your partner. If it is in the
past, forgive and keep it buried.

Be mindful of your tone, language and actions: Do not be
quick to raise your voice to your partner. Avoid foul
language and name calling as this will lower your part-
ner’s self esteem. If you must, walk away to prevent a
nasty fight.

Pick the right time to fight just: Do not bring up unpleasant
issues when your partner is totally worn out from a
hard day at work or when they are under pressure from
work.

Be flexible to resolve fight: Assist young partner in things
they feel they can’t find in you. always take lessons
from your mistakes. As much as possible, never go to
bed mad. Fix your issues before that so that the follow-
ing day is not shadowed by ill feelings of previous day.

Twenty-Seventh Sunday in Ordinary Time

“What God has joined together, let no one sepa-
rate” (Mk 10:2-9). We often associate these words with
the marriage of husband and wife. These words can also
apply to our relationship with God. We allow so many
things to separate us from the love we find in Jesus Christ.
Whether it is worry or distress, disappointments, political
views or ambition. These things become the focus of our
minds. It is then that we realize that Christ came to join
us to God. It is only with God’s help that we can truly
honor our commitment to love and care for each other.

Nobody told us that the road would be easy. This
journey with Christ and others will challenge us. It will be
a time to take us to places that we do not want to go. But
it will always draw us back to God. Jesus enters our hu-
man history to show us what it really means to be human.
Even with our mistakes, God reminds us that we are wor-
thy of mercy, forgiveness and love. What things have we
allowed to separate us from God? Have we been as
faithful to God as God has been to us? God is faithful and
each day we receive strength to face another day. What
more can we ask?

The opening prayer for today’s liturgy says,
“Almighty ever-living God, who in the abundance of
your kindness surpass the merits and the desires of those
who call on you, pour out your mercy upon us to pardon
what conscience dreads and to give what prayer does
not dare to ask.” At the heart of this prayer is the reality
that God knows our needs before we ever ask it and that
God knows us better than we know ourselves. As we en-
ter into the scriptures of today, don’t say this does not
apply to me but look at it from the context of our lives.
Faith is about our total commitment and love of God and
the assurance that if we do our part, God will bring it to
fulfilment. God is always with us.
