\     Father Joeõs Notes      \  
My dear friends, 
 

 Well, Last weekend was interesting!  

Sunday was a mess when we were coming 

to church.  Snow, sleet, and rain made for a 

sloppy drive.  In anticipation of that, many 

of you came on Saturday.  It was so 

crowded that we had standing room only!  It 

was a busy night and early morning.  The 

trucks were plowing at 3:00 AM.  Then 

there were the phone calls, all asking, ñIs there Mass 

today?ò  (Those began at 5:30 AM.)  The answer was 

always the same.  ñYes, I will be saying Mass, but you 

donôt have to come.  The roads are slick, and if you 

were unable to make it, please donôt.ò  It was a mess. 
 

 As I write this, weôre still dealing with the cleanup .  I 

can hear the beeping of the trucks shifting into reverse 

and the scrape of the plow.  There are a handful of cars 

driving into the lot.  Bulletins must be done on Mondays 

to get to the printer, and so I type.  I wonôt be here 

Monday, as I will be in Massachusetts for my auntôs 

funeral.  That leaves Sunday.  It also means that I write 

before driving to the South Shore for the wake.  You 

will know this weekend how successful I was there! 
 

 Iôve done all I can to prepare for that drive.  The gas 

tank is full, as is the windshield wiper fluid.  I have 

deicer and scrapers.  I packed a supply of water and 

food, just in case I get stranded someplace, and the cell 

phone is charged.  I packed thermal underwear and 

heavy socks for a bitter cold day at the cemetery on 

Monday.  Beyond that, I loaded my overnight bag and 

have my Alb ready.  I have the funeral 

book and aspergillum.  I think Iôm 

prepared for the trip. 
 

 All we can do is prepare.  We never 

know whatôs coming in life.  We may 

have an idea of whatôs ahead, and we do 

our best to prepare; nevertheless, we 

wonôt know for sure until things happen.  

At least we know that God is with us 

through it all.  When times are tough or weôre 

celebrating some joyous event, the Lord stands with us.  

We may not know what tomorrow brings, but we can be 

certain Jesus is with us in all that we do.  So we pray 

and reflect on the grace of the Spirit.  In this, we focus 

our vision of the presence of God and prepare for the 

uncertainty.  That is our preparation to head out into the 

unknown without fear of anxiety.  Hunker down with 

Christ and ride out the storms.  It will be OK.

Question: Father, what must I believe to be called 

Catholic? 
 

Answer:  Well, that can be a complicated answer!  

Here are the core elements one must have to be 

considered Catholic.  You must be validly baptized.  

You are required to believe the teachings of the Church.  

You live the Sacramental life in union with the Body of 

Christ.  What are those teachings we believe?  Well, the 

core belief if the Nicaean Creed we recite at Mass.  

(That is the core of all Orthodox Christian beliefs ï that 

and the Bible.)  What are the other required teachings to 

believe?  You must believe the dogmas and doctrines of 

the Church.  Dogmas are truths revealed by God and 

infallibly taught by the Church.  These would be items 

like: the divinity of Christ, the Immaculate Conception, 

and the Real Presence in the Eucharist.  Doctrines are 

infallible teachings as well, but not revealed directly by 

Christ.  These are things taught in Scripture or as 

logical extensions of that, such as: the Resurrection, the 

Incarnation, and the Holy Trinity.  All other teachings 

would be called disciplines, and these are changeable.  

These cover liturgical and theological practices.  

Examples of these are: priestly celibacy or Lenten rules 

on fasting.
