Cut Palm Oil for Happier P
Palm oil is a type of edible vegetable oil that is grown throughout Afri-
ca, Asia, North America, and South America. In total, tens of millions of
tons of palm oil is produced annually, accounting for over 30% of the

world’s vegetable oil production.

A large proportion of palm oil expansion occurs at the expense of biodi-
versity and ecosystems in the countries it is produced. Currently, a third
of all mammal species in Indonesia are considered to be critically endan-
gered as a consequence of this unsustainable development that is rapidly
encroaching on their habitat. The main threat to the survival of orangu-
tan populations in the wild is the massive expansion of palm oil. Defor-
estation for palm oil production also contributes significantly to climate
change and human rights abuses of indigenous peoples.

Why is palm oil so bad for you? Saturated fat boosts "bad" LDL choles-
terol and triglycerides, both of which are risk factors for heart disease.
Palm oil contains a high amount of saturated fat compared with most
other vegetable oils, with over six-times the level of canola oil and three
times as much as olive oil.

Palm oil can be present in a wide variety of products, including baked
goods, confectionery, shampoo, cosmetics, cleaning agents, washing
detergents and toothpaste; it's found in approximately 40-50% of house-
hold products.

You can cut palm oil use by avoiding some major packaged good and
foods: Soaps and skincare products from Dove, Nivea, Olay, Old Spice,
Palmolive, Pears, and Ponds; Colgate and Oral B, toothpaste; shampoos
from Dove, Clairol, Garnier, Head n Shoulders, Herbal Essences, Nice
N Easy, Palmolive, Pantene, and Tresemme; Skippy’s Peanut Butter;
Weightwatchers and other margarines (U S € | Ketlolggés Just Right,
Nutri-Grain, Special K, Corn Flakes and Fruit Loops; sodas from 7Up,
Coca-Cola, Fanta, Mountain Dew, Pepsi, and Schweppes; candies from
Cadbury, Haribo, Hershey, Kit Kat, Lindor, M&Ms, Milky Way, Snick-
ers, Starburst, Sour Patch Kids, Toblerone, and Twix; cookies & chips
including Belvita, Cheetos, Chips Ahoy, Doritos, Lays, Oreo, Pringles,
Ritz, Triscuit and Wheat Thins; and fast foods from Dunkin Donut, Piz-
za Hut, Starbucks, and Taco Bell.

Scripture I nsight

On this final Sunday of the liturgical year, we celebrate Jesus Christ as
ruler over ourselves and the universe. In the opening words of Mark’s
Gospel, Jesus calls us to accept the Kingdom: “The Kingdom of God is
at hand. Repent, and believe in the gospel” (Mark 1:15). Christians
believe that God’s rule took a leap forward when the Son of God be-
came human, but it will only reach fulfillment at the end of time. To-
day’s readings celebrate the culmination of God’s plan. When Christ
returns, everything, even death itself, will be subjected to him.

The First Reading gives a striking picture of Daniel’s vision:
“one like a Son of Man coming on the clouds of heaven.” All nations
will serve him, and he wll bring everything under “his Kingship that
shall not be destroyed.” The Book of Revelation offers insight into what
Christ’s kingship means for us. He has freed us from our sins by his
blood and has made us “into a kingdom, priests for his God and Father.”
The kingdom is not a place! Christ made us into a kingdom of priests
who worship God by our lives. He rules over our hearts, making his
kingdom within us.

Finally in the Gospel Jesus stands before an earthly ruler who
asks if he is King of the Jews. Jesus explains that his kingdom is not of
this world. By acknowledging the rule of Christ over us, we ask him to
M1 uwithdhB pdwer 8f hiso@e 2 As $t.

Practice of Faith

The liturgical year has ended again, with a reminder that Jesus is King.
We Americans have a tricky relationship with royalty. We don’t like to
defer to authority. We like to control our own destinies. But as Alco-
holics Anonymous reminds all of us, the first step in any spiritual pro-
gress is utter surrender. Whether or not you have an addiction, read the
first three steps of AA, a process formed with the help of a Catholic
priest. Today, find a concrete way to give up control of someone or
something not well served by your zealous intentions. Soon, subjects as
we are, we begin Advent, a time of waiting that is such a key part of the
Christian life. Pray over this from Cardinal John Henry Newman:
“They, then, watch and wait for their Lord, who are tender and sensitive
in their devotion towards Him; who feed on the thought of Him, hang on
His words; live in His smile, and thrive and grow under His hand”.
