The last of this fall's leadership training sessions to prepare for 
emerging ministries will take place at  St. Theresa parish offices 
on the next two Tuesdays:  December 5th and December 12th,  
from 7:00 p.m. to 8:30 p.m. 
 

As we explore ways to establish a Catholic presence in the ten 
towns served by our two parishes, and on  the New England 
College campus, I would ask you all to consider a location,  
a day and time, to begin offering a weekly Bible study,  
concentration on the following Sunday's Gospel.  I am  
proposing that our  mission, which is none other than the one 
entrusted to the whole Church by its founder, Jesus Christ, is to: 
 

*  Welcome members and guests 
*  Form them into disciples 
*  Train them for service 
*  Practice them in giving a witness 
*  Help them learn how to pray 
 

The first two parts of this mission directive are what this first 
phase of our task entail.  Homes, other Churches in town, senior 
centers and schools, may provide settings to help us get off the 
ground. We'll explore these ideas at the two upcoming sessions.  
I in turn would plan to meet with a new set of leaders on  
Tuesdays, perhaps both in the afternoon and in the evening, to 
accommodate people's schedules.

Family Promise of Greater Concord has determined that 
they need to raise $120,00 this year.

       employment, life skills, and financial management. 
§ FPGC provides Day Center resources (shower and  
laundry facilities, access to technology, a place to 
rest). 

§ Through their ñcheck in program, guest families  
       receive ongoing support and guidance after they have 
       transitioned to their more-permanent home.
