Why Is Incense Used at Mass?

While walking from home to college recently, | saw large,
spiraling smoke rising from a building on fire. The smell of
smoke awakened childhood
memories. As a youth, | lived
close to a reservation where
Native Americans burnt areas of
the land to renew it and make it
fertile for crops. | loved the smell
of the burning fields of grass and
flowers, but | was afraid of the fire
and was sorry to see the colorful
fields being destroyed.

Something both beautiful
and terrifying was at work in the
burning at the reservation that is
akin to the notion of the
"numinous" that theologian Ru-
dolph Otto described in his writ-
ing. Briefly, this notion contends
that something both mysterious
and fascinating is at the founda-
tion of faith. In Christianity, this
something is the Paschal Mystery:
Christ's Passion, Death, Resurrec-
tion, Ascension, and subsequent
gift of the Holy Spirit, who incor-
porates us into God's deepest
purposes. The Paschal Mystery is
about death and life (the Cross).

The smoke that came both
from the fiery building and the
burning of the land frightened
and fascinated while also evoking death and life. Christ's
gift of himself on the Cross for the world was both terrifying
(death) and fascinating (life) because through Christ Je-
sus, God-brought about mercy, forgiveness, and compas-
sion for the world. The Cross evokes, just as does smoke or
incense, death and life, especially the death and life of
Christ.

Like all created materials used within the liturgy, the
power of incense to “speak," or to convey meaning, is
dependent upon our experience of it. Because | am
aware of the damaging effects of fire, | know to call the
emergency number when | see smoke rising from a build-
ing. In liturgy, incense takes on a  theological significance
in addition to its daily experience. Incense in liturgy evokes
images from Scripture: the cloud of smoke God sent to
liberate the Israelites from Egyptian slavery; the incense
used in the Jerusalem Temple (Exodus 30:34-38), God's
instruction to Moses to make a mixture to burn like incense
as a sign of God's presence; prayers rising to God like
incense (Psalm 141); the gift of incense that one of the
Magi presented to Jesus.

In the liturgy, incense evokes God's presence, inviting
the assembly to engage with God in new ways through
prayer. In its numinous quality, incense conveys the
renewed life that Ch rist's presence offers in the midst of
death, or those experiences in which God's purposes are
extinguished, numbed, evaded , or rejected. While not
reducing incense to any of a number of meanings,
incense concerns encountering a God who repeatedly
invites us to "smell" his purposes, despite our often resistant
ways.

At funerals, the priest incenses the casket of the de-
ceased person, enveloping the casket in smoke and fra-
grance, portraying the invitation into God's presence and
purpose in a new way of life.

Serving at weekend Mass is very special, and you have
probably noticed we have many young people in this minis-
try - from 4" grade up through high school! It is an im-
portant responsibility, and a wonderful way to serve God
and the Church! And it really helps me and Father Don a
lot!

Altar servers assist the priest with the celebration of
the liturgy. They carry the candles for the procession, hold
the book (Roman Missal) for the priest and help with set-
ting up the altar for the Liturgy of the Eucharist.

All altar servers receive training so that you will be
ready. The alb (white robe) you will wear at Mass is provid-
ed by the parish, so there is no cost involved. We just ask
that you exercise this ministry reverently: with prayer and
care. There are two altar servers assigned at each Mass
and servers are generally scheduled to serve once or twice
a month.

Training for new servers is coming soon!
The coordinator of altar server ministry, Mr. Patrick
Donahue will teach you about serving at weekend Mass.
Please talk about this opportunity with your parents and
have them contact Mr. Donahue soon. [ really appreciate
your service!
