So after we think of temptations only in terms of corrupt or immoral behavior, but it is with-
holding of our love that is truly destructive. Sadly, differences over choices, beliefs and values
often cause irreparable damage between parents and their children, especially as those chil-
dren grow into adulthood.
There was a time when my idea of parental love was rooted more in fear than faith in a merci-
ful God. Too often our love depended on our children behaving in a manner that conformed to
our ideals and values. However, as our image of God changed, so did our understanding of
what it means to love as God loves. Relating to one another with an open heart may well mean
letting go of our desire to control others and forgiving one another for not being perfect.

“Moses said to the people: ‘If only you would heed the
voice of the Lord, your God, and keep his command-
ments and statutes that are written in the book of the law,
when you return to the Lord your God with all your
hearts and with all your soul...”

But am I willing
to take the extra step as portrayed in the person who treat-
ed the downtrodden one with mercy? Pope Francis has
told us that when we have experienced mercy, it is then
that we can exhibit mercy. We are all called to be the
Good Samaritan.
