Then the fever left her and she waited on
them.e And then later that evening the whole
town was gathered at the door and OHe (Jesus)
cured many who were sick with various diseases,
and he drove out many demonsX €The Gospel this
weekend allows us to ponder what it must have
been like to spend the day with Jesus as He did the
FatherQwork.
Early one morning Jesus went off alone to a
deserted place to pray with the Father. St. Peter
and the others went looking for Him. When they
found Jesus they said to Him, CEveryone is looking
for you.c Sadly, in our time everyone is not
looking for Jesus, rather many are looking
elsewhere. This truth should not discourage us
but rather inspires us to work harder at making
our Lord Jesus and His Church known. It is in His
Church, through the sacraments and her teachings
that we encounter Him and receive His healing.
Let us continue to work at making the truth known
by following JesusQexample of beginning each day
with prayer in silence and solitude and giving of
ourselves to help our brothers and sisters.
