Today, more than 400 sisters actively serve in 
teaching, healthcare, pastoral, and a variety of 
social ministries in Kenya, Tanzania, Uganda, Zam-
bia, Italy and in the United States. The sisters cur-
rently staff and provide administration for ten pri-
mary and three orphanages, three hospitals and 
five clinics in the region. The sisters also provide 
vocational training through three skill-
development centers.
