 On February 22, 1931, our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ appeared to a simple nun in a convent of 
the Congregation of Sisters of Our Lady of Mercy in Krakow, Poland. At St. Faustina Kowalska’s 
canonization in the year 2000, Pope John Paul II declared the Feast of Divine Mercy to be a feast 
of the Universal Church to be celebrated on the first Sunday after Easter.  
 

Our Lord said “It is My desire that it be solemnly celebrated on the first Sunday after Easter. . . I de-
sire that the Feast of Mercy be a refuge and shelter for all souls, and especially for poor sinners. On
