When we hear the word “mission” today, we think
of a job or a purpose or even a trip to do good works
in areas that are under-developed. | encourage you to
approach mission in a new way. St. John Paul Il
taught in Redemptoris Missio that the Church does not
“have a mission.” Mission is not just one among many
things that the Church does. Rather, the Church is a
mission. Each of us who bears the name Christian,
and even more, Catholic, should measure ourselves
according to our mission-effectiveness. How do we
acquire and share the truth, beauty, and wisdom that
is our faith?
