Feast of the Holy Family of Jesus, Mary, and Joseph

The word from Fr. Arek ...

This weekend we celebrate the Feast of the Holy Family of
Jesus, Mary, and Joseph, and on Tuesday, January 1st there
is the Solemnity of Mary, the Holy Mother of God (a holy
day of obligation). Because Mary said ‘yes’ to God’s will, because of
her response: “be it done to me according to your word,” every year
we celebrate the birth of Jesus. According to a long-standing tradi-
tion, Mary was only fifteen years old when the angel Gabriel an-
nounced to her that she would be the Mother of God. Imagine God
choosing someone so young to take on such a great responsibility.
What an incredible woman Mary must have been. Besides her wis-
dom and holiness, this young girl’s most important virtue was her hu-
mility.

Mary taught Jesus how to take His first steps, how to speak and how
to pray. She taught Him to have a great love for God’s word and for
His temple in Jerusalem. But, most of all, Mary taught Him to seek
God’s will in all things and to say ‘yes’ to the will of His Heavenly Fa-
ther. Mary was a good teacher, because we see throughout Jesus’ life
a willingness to embrace God’s will. She teaches us too!

One powerful way that Mary teaches us to say ‘yes’ to ot

with Mary, we come to see how those mysteries are at

work in our own lives. We come to understand that just as in the first
joyful mystery, Mary is called to embrace God’s plan, so we are called
to put our own plans aside to follow Jesus. We see in the fourth sor-
rowful mystery that just as Jesus embraced His Cross, so our burdens
and difficulties can be a means of salvation for us and the world if we
embrace them with faith and offer them up to God in love. As Saint
John Paul II said, “the Rosary is Mary’s school, teaching us how to
love and follow her Son.”

As the New Year approaches, one resolution we should make is to
pray the Rosary more often. We have a wonderful group of our parish-
ioners, who pray the Rosary every day before the 8:30AM Mass, and
another group that prays every Monday at 6:15PM for various inten-
tions. Please feel free to join one of those groups or even both.

And if we could gather our whole family for this powerful prayer,
that’s even better! Owur Lady promises tremendous blessings and
graces to us when we devote ourselves to this beautiful prayer. Along
with receiving the Sacraments and studying the Scriptures, praying
the Rosary is a powerful way to grow in holiness and to learn from
Mary how to say ‘yes’ to God’s will. Let us ask Mary to teach us how
to entrust ourselves to God’s will so that we can experience all the
blessings He has prepared for us.

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Holy Days of Obligation in 2019

All Sundays are obligatory for the faithful to participate in the Mass, and in addition all Catholics are re-
quired to attend the following Holy Days of Obligation:

Tuesday, January 1 Solemnity of Mary, Mother of God

Thursday, August 15 Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary

Friday, November 1 All Saints’ Day

Monday, December 9 The Immaculate Conception of the Blessed Virgin Mary is

not a Holy Day of Obligation in 2019
Wednesday, December 25 Christmas

Please note, that the number of Days of Obligation vary from year to year, because the precept to attend
Mass is lifted (abrogated) if any of the following days: January 1st (Solemnity of Mary, Mother of God);
August 15th (Feast of the Assumption), November 1st (Solemnity of All Saints) falls on a Saturday or on a
Monday. The faithful, however, are encouraged to attend Mass on those days.

The Statues of the Holy Family

On this Feast of the Holy Family of Jesus, Mary, and Joseph, I have wonderful
news to share with you. Thanks to our parishioners, who would like to be anony-
mous, we are bringing back to our Church, the original statues of the Blessed Vir-
gin Mary, Saint Joseph and Baby Jesus, that once were an essential part of the
original Church (before the new Church building was completed in 1996). These
statues have a sentimental value to all of us, and I am sure that many long-time
parishioners still remember this Holy Family that long time ago enriched the
beauty of our sanctuary. Those statues are unique as they were created in the
1960’s. There are no companies that make the new statues like they did in the old
days. However, due their old age, they needed to be fixed and completely restored before we could place
them in our Church for public veneration. In November, I hired an artist who is currently working on the
statues. We should have them in our Church within the next few months.
