Respect Life Sunday 2016   

     Today is Respect Life Sunday. That means that as Catholics we are called to reassert our 
Catholic Faith which teaches that all human life, from conception to natural death, is to be 
protected, cherished and loved as a wonderful, precious gift of God, the Lord of Life. Also we are 
in the start of another 40 Days for Life Campaign to pray and fast for the protection and defense 
of the unborn. 
     With all the various attacks on Life, Liberty and Marriage; with our Catholic morality mocked, 
made fun of, and even ignored; with the destruction of individual decent moral conscience 
through the relativistic and materialistic world; with the culture of death we live in; with a 
government becoming more of a totalitarian state instead of a government of the people, by the 
people, for the people; and with all the many scandals and confusion over doctrine and liturgy 
within the Church, it can feel like a really bad time to be a faithful, moral Catholic in the good old 
USA. 
     At the very beginning of his encyclical, The Light of Faith, Pope Francis reminds us of the
