LIKE THE CROWDS WHO ACCLAIMED JESUS IN JERUSALEM,
LET US GO FORTH IN PEACE
HoLy WEEK — THE SACRED TRIDUUM 2019

At the beginning of the celebration of the Mass of Palm

Sunday, the priest addresses these words to the assembly: “Today we

gather together to herald with the whole Church the beginning of the

celebration of our Lord’s Paschal Mystery, that is to say, of his Passion

and Resurrection. For it was to accomplish this mystery that he entered

his own city of Jerusalem.” With the celebration of Palm Sunday of the Lord’s Passion we step

through the door into Holy Week; these are seven days that commemorate the central mysteries of
our faith in Jesus Christ.

THESE DAYS ARE A CELEBRATION OF HOPE IN THE ETERNAL LIFE THAT JESUS CHRIST won for us by
his passion, death, and resurrection from the dead; these are the days to seek closer friendship with
the Lord and to recognize our need to be connected to Christ’s body, the Church. Our first reading
for the Mass of Palm Sunday is from the Prophet Isaiah; the prophet reflects upon his God given
vocation: “Morning after morning he opens my ear that | may hear; and | have not rebelled, have not
turned back” (50:4-5). As we come towards the end of Lent we are reminded that our journey
towards conversion does not end with the conclusion of this season of grace. Rather, the work of
being converted to the Lord, putting aside selfishness and self-centeredness, living for others, and in
fidelity to the Gospel requires a willingness to open our hearts “morning after morning” to hear the
voice of God, letting go of those things that hinder our growth in relationship with God and finding
our joy in the light of the Risen Christ.

During these days of Holy Week, and the Sacred Triduum — Holy Thursday, Good Friday, and
Holy Saturday — the liturgies celebrated will touch you and speak to your heart; the Lord has a word
of grace to speak to us as individuals and as a community. It is a privilege to be able to take part in
the liturgies of Holy Week and | encourage you to join with our community in praising God for the
gift of salvation during this special time.

THE CELEBRATIONS OF HOLY WEEK ARE AN OPPORTUNITY to step back from the ordinary events
of our lives, important as they are in their own right, to reflect upon the path that we walk with the
Lord Jesus each day.

On this Palm Sunday, we can see ourselves in the crowd that rejoices in the presence of the
Lord among us: “Blessed is the king who comes in the name of the Lord” (Luke 19:38). On Holy
Thursday when we celebrate the Evening Mass of the Lord’s Supper we find ourselves in the upper
room with the Lord and his disciples, we reverence the gift of the Eucharist, thank God for the gift of
the priesthood, and recommit ourselves to be faithful servants of the one who washes the feet of his

disciples. Saint John’s Gospel tells us that the Lord gave this as a command: “If |, therefore, the
master and teacher, have washed your feet, you ought to wash one another’s feet. | have given you
a model to follow, so that what | have done for you, you should also do” (13:14-15). The Eucharist
strengthens us in our call to be servants of the Lord Jesus and one another.

ON GooD FRIDAY WHEN WE CELEBRATE THE LITURGY of the Passion of the Lord we are awed by
the supreme sacrifice of Christ in laying down his life for our sins. The beautiful language of the
Prophet Isaiah turns our minds eye to the suffering servant who died to make us whole: “Yet it was
our infirmities that he bore, our sufferings that he endured, while we thought of him as stricken, as
one smitten by God and afflicted. But he was pierced for our offenses, crushed for our sins; upon him
was the chastisement that makes us whole, by his stripes we were healed” (53:4-5).

On Holy Saturday, we walk with the people of Israel through the Red Sea, at the Easter Vigil,
the central liturgy of the entire liturgical year, we are delivered from the slavery of sin and take our
places as God’s children, redeemed and sanctified by the blood of the lamb. We can sing with the
Israelites of long ago: “My strength and my courage is the Lord, and he has been my savior. He is my
God, | praise him; the God of my father, | extol him” (Exodus 15:2). These are very special days and
celebrations, please join us. Giving your time to the Lord, the most precious gift that we have, will
help to renew your hearts and make you joyful in the celebration of Easter morning. These
celebrations help us to view our lives in the light of the risen Christ who gives us the gift of eternal
life.

Lenten Regulations

iﬂm on Fast and Abstinence

\lEFg:sf and  The Lenten regulations concerning fast
Abstinence  and abstinence are as follows:

The days of both Fast and Abstinence during Lent are
Ash Wednesday and Good Friday. The other Fridays
of Lent are days of Abstinence.

On a day of fast, only one (1) full meal is permitted. Those
between the ages of 18 and 59 are obliged to fast. On a
day of abstinence, no meat may be eaten. Those who
have reached the age of 14 are obliged by the law of
abstinence. The obligation to observe the laws of fast and
abstinence “substantially,” or as a whole, is a serious
obligation. The Fridays of the year, outside of Lent, are
designated as days of penance, but each individual may
substitute for the traditional abstinence from meat some
other practice of voluntary self-denial as penance. The
time for fulfilling the Paschal Precept (Easter Duty - All the
faithful, after they have been initiated into the Most Holy
Eucharist, are bound by the obligation of receiving
Communion at least once a year) extends from the First
Sunday of Lent to the Solemnity of the Holy Trinity.
