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THE “TRUTH OF ISLAM” CONTINUED..

As I continue with the very difficult subject, I thank the many people who have emailed, called and written to me,
thanking me for educating the parish on the matter. As I commented in my first Eiece, no doubt some people will not
be happy with the fiTruth about Islamo0 and that is evident by the few people who have taken me to task in writing such
articles. Nonetheless, during this very difficult and dangerous time in our lives as Americans, | find that, as the
spiritual head of this church, it is essential to understand com]l)lletely and without prejudice the fiTruth about Islamo
so each and every person can make up their own minds about what it means and how it has affected our world.

Most recently, two people gave me an article to read by Andrew McCarthy. Interestingly enough, while I received
both of these emails, I was already reading the same piece myself (the full article may be found at Imprimis, February
2016, Volume 45, Number 2). The article was written by Andrew C. McCarthy who is a senior fellow at the National
Review Institute. A graduate of Columbia College, who received his doctorate in jurisprudence from New York Law
School. For 18 years, he was an Assistant U.S. Attorney (in the Southern District of New York), and from 1993-95 he
led the terrorism prosecution against Sheik Omar Abdel Rahman and 11 others in connection with the 1993 World
Trade Center bombing and a plot to bomb New York City landmarks. Following the 9/11 attacks, he supervised the
Justice Department® command post near Ground Zero. He has also served as a Special Assistant to the Deputy
Secretary of Defense and an adjunct professor at Fordham University& School of Law and New York Law School.

The followinﬁ/is adapted from a speech delivered on February 24, 2016, at Hillsdale College in Washington, D.C. as
part of the AWC Family Foundation Lecture Series.

In 1993 Mr. McCarthy was a seasoned federal prosecutor, but honestly admitted that he knew very little about Islam
Al only knew as much about Islam as the average American with a reasonably good education—which is to say, not
much.0 As such, he was assigned to lead the prosecution of a terrorist cell that %ad bombed the World Trade C%}enter
and was currently plotting to do similar atrocities throughout New York City. According to his information fiall the
men of this terrorist cell were Muslims0 but (read carefully please) That their actions were not representative of any
religion or belief system; and that to the extent they were explaininlg their atrocities by citing Islamic scripture, they
were twisting and perverting one of the world® great religions, a religion that encourages peace.0 Mr. McCarthy had
to see for himself if this were true. It was important that he sought the fitruth about Islamo before he could move to
convict people of such serious crimes. After much research he realized that this claim of being fia religion that
encourages peaceO was not true.

One of the most educating and interesting facts was his learning that the leader of this terrorist cell Omar Abdel
Rahman (known at the fblind sheikhO was not just a fiwanton killer who was lying about Islam and preaching that
it summoned Muslims to jihad (holy war). Far from being a lunatic or crazy personO but that he was also a renowned
?cliolar, )plossessing a doctor of Islamic jurisprudence from al-Azhar University of Cairo with expertise in sharia
Islamic) law.

Mr. McCarthy continued: il immediately began to wonder why American A/c{)ﬁ‘icials from President Bill Clinton and
Attorney General Janet Reno on down, g!}"ﬁcials who had no background in Muslim doctrine and culture, believed they
knew more about Islam than the Blind Sheikh.0 He felt like he was missing something. Was there more to his inter-
pretation of Islamic doctrine that our own government was not saying?

Preparing himself to fibattle0 the blind sheikh in court, he knew he had his homework cut out for him. And as he began
to study the actual writings of Omar Abdel Rahman, he realized that when he quoted the Quran, he quoted it exactly as
it was written. So even if many people suggest that this one sheikh® perversion of the writings of this fiholy booko to
fit his own needs, the fact remained for Mr. McCarthy, that Omar was not lying about Islam.

For iWhen he said the scriptures command that Muslims strike terror into the hearts of Islam®& enemies, the
scriptures backed him up. When he said Allah enjoined all Muslims to wage jihad until Islamic law was established
throughout the world, the scriptures backed him up. When he said Islam directed Muslims not to take Jews and
Christians as their friends, the scriptures backed him up.0

You could say that there are other ways of reading the Quran and that these commands to violence and hatred were
only meant for their time and place in the seventh century. Again, McCarthy noted: Al would caution that there are
compelling arguments against this manner of interpreting Islamic scripture. The point, however, is that what you®l be
arguing is an interpretation.0

The fact that there are multiple ways of construing Islam hardly makes the Blind Sheikh® literal construction wrong.
The blunt fact of the matter is that, in this contest of competing interpretations, it is the jihadists who seem to be maf—
ing sense because they have the words of scripture on their side—it is the others who seem to be dancing on the head
ofg a pin. For our present purposes, however, the fact is that the Blind Sheikh® summons to jihad was rooted in a co-
here}t interpretation of Islamic doctrine. He was not perverting Islam—he was, if anything, shining a light on the need
to reform it.

(Please read the following carefully as McCarthy continues:) Adnother point, obvious but inconvenient, is that | _S |
i S not a r e(dmphgsis @lded). dhere peeways & interpreting Islam that could make it something other
than a call to war. But even these benign constructions do not make it a call to peace. Verses such as AFight those
who believe not in Allah,0 and AFight and slay the pagans wherever ye find them, and seize them, beleaguer them,
and lie in wait for them in every stratagem of war,0 are not peaceful injunctions, no matter how one contextualizes.0
