What is ñHigh Tea?ò  
 

At one time, because of its expense, drinking tea was 
only for the upper class. This took place between 
lunch and dinner and was called ñAfternoon Tea.ò  
However, this time schedule did not work well for the 
working classes because they arrived home late in the 
evening. Thus, in the industrial areas and working 
classes of Northern England and Southern Scotland, 
evening meal evolved into what is called ñHigh Tea.ò 
This meal usually included a mug of tea, bread,  
vegetables and occasionally meat. Variations  
sometimes included pies, potatoes and crackers.  

 

This year ñHigh Teaò will be  
in honor of Anne Savacool.
