Father Garces set out on March 4, 1776, with his Yuman comp4
and three Mojave guides, crossing the Mojave Desert westward alang 4
sent route of the Union Pacific Railroad and just south of the later High
route.

In New Mexicq he
encountered so much hostility from the Hopi Indians he reluctantly glecil
he must turn back. He arrived back at Needles to be welcomed as ¢ be
thought to be dead.
