
." At Pentecost, the Apostles and their followers were gathered in a room. Jews from all over the world were gathered with Peter, 

the leader of the Apostles and the Eleven. At this time, a great wind blew and a flame appeared as a tongue of fire, which split itself 

into many individual flames above the heads of all those present. The Holy Spirit came upon these people and each began to speak 

in tongues. Despite the fact many had no common language, they were perfectly able to understand one another. 
 

Peter then called all those present to be baptized and about three thousand people were baptized that day. These people were 

among the first Catholics, and Peter is the first pope of the Catholic Church, it is often called the "the birthday of the Church 

Pentecost Sunday is one of the most ancient feasts of the Church, celebrated early enough to be mentioned in the Acts of the 

Apostles (20:16) and Saint Paul's First Letter to the Corinthians (16:8) 
 

On Pentecost Sunday, when the Holy Spirit descended upon the Apostles, they were granted the gifts of the Holy Spirit: wisdom, 

understanding, council, fortitude, knowledge, piety, fear of the Lord. 
 

The example of the Apostles shows that the gifts of the Holy Spirit lead to the fruits of the Holy Spirit: charity (or love), joy, peace, 

patience, benignity (or kindness), goodness, longanimity (or long suffering), mildness, faith, modesty, continency, and chastity. 
 

Between Ascension Thursday and Pentecost Sunday, the Apostles and the Blessed Virgin Mary spent nine days in prayer, 

waiting for the fulfillment of Christ's promise to send His Spirit. This was the origin of the novena, or nine-day prayer, that became 

one of the most popular forms of Christian intercessory prayer (prayer asking God for something).
