It must come as a great shock to see me on the Altar this
weekend, especially since we are normally not permitted home
for two years. Don’t worry though, I haven’t descerned out! For
certain extraordinary circumstances that were beyond my control,
| had to return to the US. My visit is brief and | will be leaving
sometime this week, especially since it is not vacation time back
in Rome. | am using this opportunity to spend quality time with
family and friends and although I know I will not be able to see
everyone, you are all in my prayers.
To continue my theme of describing my seminarian formation, |
want to discuss another key part, Apostolates. This is pastoral
work that we do outside of the seminary for the community at
large. There are many different types that range from service to
the poor, visiting the homebound, teaching religion, supporting
pilgrims to Rome, and many others. The Apostolate that | have
been assigned is prison ministry. As many of you know, this is a
ministry that Fr. Owen is very involved in. He celebrates the
Mass twice a month at the Morris County Correctional Facility,
which is a major part of his work with the Order of Malta. | will,
of course, not be celebrating Masses, but rather | will be helping
catechize those inmates who have little knowledge of their faith
or those who wish to maybe convert to the faith. This is a type of
ministry that | have long wanted to experience, since many of
these men are really at the fringes of society. They can feel
rejected, unloved, and unwanted. While we cannot condone the
crimes they committed, we must always remember to hate the sin
not the sinner. In doing this, all of us can reflect the same love
that Jesus Christ showed to the marginalized, by embracing them
for who they are, while always calling them to grow.
