Our first parents had this relationship with God in the Garden of Eden. However, God watched with anguish as theirtlieee will,
gift he had given them, suddenly rejected his love.

God toiled to reestablish the covenant throughout history, asForat Readingshows. Fortunately, after many refusals on our part,
God singled out a paltry old nomadic man named Abram and made to him what seems like an impossible promise:

Look up at the sky and count the stars, if you can.
Just so, he added, shall your descendants be.

And,

Abram put his faith in the Lord.
God credited it to him as an act of righteousrfess.

God was crediting Abram with having fulfilled the covenant! This meant

I n Sundayds story, an ancient sacrificial cult wasndabeeput t
terrifying darkness enveloped him. Fire appeared among the animals that he had slain. God spoke, promising a homeland,
Apromised | and, 0 to Abram and his descendants.
This symbolized Gododés half of the covenant.

The other half was up to Abram and his wife Sara. It was more complicated. Finally, in their extreme old age Abrahandehd Sara
have a sonGenesis 18:10ff , and the sonds de $ atdimedabuattoften didenptt As ticheewent loyvhe n a r
covenant was ignored and forgotten.

Much later, when the time was right, God thought up a brilliant solution, so to speak. Instead of speaking from on rtaigdhor th
representatives, God himself would take shape on earth as one of the people. The second person of the trinity woulé become
Messiah, the Christ.

This Christ was to be the very love God had offered for so many centuries. And get this: he was also, at the sameztiphe etlfe
loving response, since he was completely a human being! Think of it: as thm&@ndesus was able to fulfill both halves of the
