ÒThe Christian CreedÉculminates in the proclamation of the resurrection of the dead on the last 
         day and in life everlasting,Ó  (Catechism of the Catholic Church, 988) . 
 What Ezekiel speaks of figuratively  in the First Reading, Jesus does in reality  in the Gospel ! LazarusÕ 
grave is opened and he rises from it, in the greatest miracle recorded in the Gospels. Saint Paul assures us  in the 
Second Reading that Òif the Spirit of the One who raised Jesus from the dead dwells in us,Ó we too will have 
new life . As we hear these sacred words of Scripture, let us reflect on the places of death in our own lives a nd 
how God can bring them to lif e again. 
 

The Paschal Candle Ð Memorial  
 

Q:  ÒCan the paschal candle be artificial? How long do es it remain lit for lit urgies? Ò 
A:   ÒThe Paschal Candle must be made of wax, not be artificial, be renewed each year, be only one in number, and 
be of sufficiently large size so that it may evoke Jesus Christ the Light of the world. The Paschal Candle is 
illumined for all liturg ies during the Easter Season. It is preferable that the Paschal Candle be placed near the 
ambo so that the Gospel is proclaimed in the light of the Risen Christ.Ó  (Diocese of Paterson, Concerning Holy Week, 

the Sacred Triduum, and the Easter Season, 22) . The Paschal Candle is also lit throughout the year for Baptisms and 
Funerals. 
 Per Diocesan guidelines, each year, we bless a new Paschal Candle at the Easter Vigil, which this year 
takes place on Saturday, April 15 th . This presents an opportunity to memor ialize a loved one , while helping to 
defray the cost of the Paschal Candle. This year , five memorial donation opportunities  at $50.00 each will be 
available, and will help cover the cost of the Candle. The intentions will be listed in the Bulletin for the duration of 
the Easter Season , which runs through Pentecost Sunday, June 4 th . Please contact the Parish Office if you are 
interested in this memorial opportunity. Thank you for your generosity.
