THE TRANSFIGURATION OF JESUS

The main purpose of the transfiguration of
Christ is to shows us a glimpse of His heavenly glory. It
was so that His disciples could gain a greater under-
standing of who Jesus was and where he was going after
the cross. Christ underwent a dramatic change in ap-
pearance in order that the disciples could behold Him in
His glory. The disciples, who had only known Him in His
human body, now had a greater realization of Christ and
His resurrection, though they could not fully compre-
hend it. Jesus is giving them the reassurance they need-
ed after hearing the shocking news of His coming death.

Moses and Elijah represented the Law and the
Prophets. But God’s voice from heaven — “Listen to
Him!” - clearly showed that the Law and the Prophets
must give way to Jesus. The One who is the new and
living way is replacing the old — He is the fulfillment of
the Law and the countless prophecies in the Old Testa-
ment.

After you read the Old Testament do you see in
Christ the fulfillment of God’s revelation? Do you listen
to him? Also, like the passage of the transfiguration. Do
you treasure those glimpses of “heavenly memories”
through tough times? ...We all go through periods of
transfiguration and crucifixion times, yet we need to
remember God has the last word in the resurrection of
the dead.
