Could anyone object to Jesus’ supreme lesson in mer-
cy, the parable of the Good Samaritan? Jesus’ devoutly 
religious audience certainly did! Scant sympathy for 
anyone foolish enough to travel crime-ridden “Jericho 
Highway” alone. Much sympathy for priest and Levite, 
hurrying to assigned temple ministry, unwilling to risk 
ritual impurity through hands-on mercy. No sympathy 
for Jesus’ scandalous hero. Samaritans were religious 
apostates and political enemies. Jesus challenges them-
-and us--to seek God’s presence not only in liturgical 
beauty but in a fellow traveler’s self-inflicted misfor-
tunes. See God’s presence even in someone outside the 
law, whose hands-on mercy springs not from religious 
obligation but from the heart’s instinctive goodness. 
Since Jesus became our “Good Samaritan” despite our 
foolishness and sins, who are we to ration our mercy? 
“Who is my neighbor?” (Luke 10:29). The next person 
we see who needs hands-on mercy! No conditions, no 
limits, no exceptions. Especially in this Jubilee Year of 
Mercy, Jesus commands, “Go and do likewise” (10:37).

Fifteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time

	 The Old Testament reading from Deu-
teronomy praises God for inscribing the com-
mandments in our very bodies. God’s law is not 
distant or foreign, but a natural part of us. In his 
letter to the Colossians, Saint Paul echoes Mo-
ses, praising God for becoming one of us. The 
truly human, flesh-and-blood Jesus reminds us 
that God always wants to be recognizable and fa-
miliar to us. Jesus, who is also truly God, wants 
to be on intimate terms with each of us.
	 God’s passionate desire to be known by 
us is almost too wonderful to take in. Luke’s 
Gospel helps us understand how to respond. 
The good Samaritan parable provides practical 
advice for those who believe in God’s intimate 
love for them and want to share that love with 
others.

NO ASSEMBLY REQUIRED!
	 Lots of people joke about do-it-yourself 
furniture stores whose products come in skin-
ny boxes full of pre-cut lumber and tiny bags of 
hardware. The instructions inside often include 
confusing sketches and bewildering descrip-
tions of how to accomplish each step. Many of us 
know the frustration of reaching a critical stage 
in the assembly, only to discover that the hard-
ware bag lacks the necessary screws.
	 Today’s readings boldly proclaim that 
God can never be a source of frustration like this. 
The heart God gives to each one of us comes ful-
ly equipped to know, love, and serve God to the 
best of our ability. God’s law is perfect, and God 
created us to know and follow the law. We come 
fully assembled—no missing pieces, no spare 
parts!

BATTERIES INCLUDED
	 Moses tells us that God’s law is very near 
to us, already in our mouths and hearts—in our 
very DNA, we might say. But sometimes we feel 
lost, confused, and exhausted. Although God 
imprints the law in our hearts, we don’t always 
know confidently how to behave in certain situ-
ations. And then there are the times when we 
probably do know the wisest, most loving course 

of action, but we make unhealthy choices. Jesus 
knows this, and loves us anyway. He tells us the 
parable of the good Samaritan to encourage us.
	 The scholar of the law questioning Jesus 
describes the Samaritan as one who acts “with 
mercy.” He is a perceptive scholar, and Jesus 
approves of his responses. Like the scholar, we 
recognize goodness when we see it. But some-
times we push goodness to the margins of our 
lives, reserving it for Sundays or special occa-
sions. God’s law, filled with goodness and mer-
cy, cannot be confined. During this Jubilee Year 
of Mercy, we are reminded that our call is to act 
with mercy at all times, at home, in business, 
online, and in daily interactions with people we 
might not like all that much or who treat us bad-
ly. “Go and do likewise,” Jesus tells us. We can 
have complete confidence that Jesus will give us 
the strength we need.
