   St. Francis of Assisi once said that the true owner of 
the word of God is not the preacher or someone who 
owns a bible or someone who hears the word of God, 
but the one who hears, accepts and puts what he 
hears into practice. With this assertion, St. Francis 
divides churchgoers into two groups: admirers and 
doers of the word of God. But St. Francis was only 
echoing Jesus’ teaching in the parable of the sower 
(Mt 13:1-23). In this parable Jesus answers the big 
question as to why the word of God often have little or 
no impact in the community even though temples and 
churches are full of people. He basically implies that 
there are more admirers than doers of the message of 
God. He is talking to a huge crowd. And so he knows 
that many people flock to him because they admire 
him, his miracles, and his messages. However, many 
of them will not abide by his words. It is an enduring 
problem. The psalmist pleaded with the people, “If 
today you hear his voice, harden not your hearts” (Ps 
95:7). St. James admonishes his congregation to “be 
doers of the word, and not merely hearers who 
deceive themselves” (James 1:22). The prophets, 
Jesus and the apostles were aware there were a 
huge number of admirers of religion and the word of 
God.  
   As Catholics, we are also great admirers of our faith 
– we love our Catholic Church and we are proud to    
be Catholics. But this is a problem because many of    
us are Catholics for the sake of being Catholics. 
Christians of other denominations often say that 
Catholics lack spiritual substance. In other words, we 
are just admirers of our faith and nothing more. I think 
it is an exaggeration and rash judgment to say that 
Catholics lack spiritual substance, however, there are 
some merits to their accusation. I think we should all 
be honest and ask ourselves: “Am I an admirer of the 
word of God and my church or a doer of the word?” If 
“by their fruit you shall know them” (Mt 7:16), then 
what are the fruits in my life to show that I am a doer 
of the word and not just as admirer? “If today you 
hear his voice, harden not your hearts.”

   San Francisco de Asís una vez dijo que el dueño 
verdadero de la palabra de Dios no es el predicador o 
alguien que posee una Biblia o el que oye la  palabra de 
Dios, pero el que escucha, acepta y pone lo que oye      
en práctica. Con esta afirmación, San Francisco divide a 
los practicantes en dos grupos: los admiradores y los 
cumplidores de la palabra de Dios. Pero San Francisco 
sólo se estaba haciendo eco de la enseñanza de Jesús 
en la parábola del sembrador (Mt 13: 1-23). En esta 
parábola Jesús responde a la gran pregunta de por qué la 
palabra de Dios a menudo tienen poco o ningún impacto 
en la comunidad aun cuando templos e iglesias están 
llenas de gente. Básicamente, implica que hay más 
admiradores que cumplidores del mensaje de Dios. Él 
está hablando con una gran multitud. Y así que él sabe 
que muchas personas acuden a él, porque lo admiran, por 
sus milagros y sus mensajes. Sin embargo, muchos de 
ellos no acatan sus palabras. Es un problema persistente. 
El salmista imploró con la gente "Si escuchan hoy su voz 
no endurezcan sus corazones" (Salmo 95: 7). Santiago 
amonesta a su congregación a "ser cumplideros de la 
palabra, y no solamente oyentes que se engañan a sí 
mismos" (Santiago 1:22). Los profetas, Jesús y los 
apóstoles eran conscientes de que había un gran número 
de admiradores de la religión y la palabra de Dios. 
   Como católicos, también somos grandes admiradores 
de nuestra fe - amamos nuestra Iglesia Católica y 
estamos orgullosos de ser católicos. Pero esto es un 
problema, ya que muchos de nosotros somos Católicos 
por el hecho de ser católicos. Cristianos de otras 
denominaciones a menudo dicen que los católicos 
carecen de sustancia espiritual. En otras palabras solo 
somos admiradores de nuestra fe y nada más. Creo que 
es exageración y juicio precipitado decir que los católicos 
carecen de sustancia espiritual, sin embargo hay algunos 
méritos a su acusación. Creo que todos debemos ser 
honestos y preguntarnos: "¿Solo soy un admirador de la 
palabra de Dios y de mi iglesia o un cumplidor de la 
palabra?" Si "por sus frutos los conoceréis" (Mt 7:16), 
entonces ¿cuáles son los frutos en mi vida para 
demostrar que soy un cumplidor de la palabra y no sólo 
un admirador? "Si escuchan hoy su voz no endurezcan 
sus corazones."

   What is one thing that sums up our entire faith?

Additional Financial Information 
   The above annual financial report reflects total income of $1,005,512 and total expenses of $1,020,855, a deficit for the 
year of $15,343. While we always strive to keep our expenses below our revenues, it needs to be noted that the expenses 
include amounts paid for capital improvements and major repairs totaling over $52,000. In the previous fiscal year, income 
exceeded expenses by $87,234, partly because there were some budgeted capital improvements that had to be delayed to 
2015-16. Our budget for 2015-16 estimated expenses over revenues of $49,240, which we anticipated using reserves to 
fund the capital improvements. Thanks to the generosity of you, our parishioners, the use of reserves was not necessary.
