Wheat or Weeds? (MT 13:24-30)
When the New England Patriots were accused of intentionally underinflating the footballs used against the
Indianapolis Colts during the 2014-2015 playoff season, there were many fans who rejoiced at the news that
the Patriots would be fined one million dollars, lose two draft picks, and do without the services of
quarterback Tom Brady for four games. Most of us confine our concept of enemies to the sports teams we
love to hate, or something less personal. We don’t like to live as if we have enemies who are sabotaging our
lives.

But in this passage from Matthew, Jesus is referring to a real act of sabotage, one which was in common
practice at the time and was forbidden by the Romans, who had a law against it. The darnel weed in its early
stages looks a lot like wheat. If the seeds of the weed are thrown in with the wheat crop, it’s virtually
impossible to separate them, and pulling up the weed risks pulling up the wheat as well. But the weed is bad,
the wheat is good. Getting rid of the weed will have to wait until the harvest, when the householder will tell
the harvests to collect the weeds and tie them to be burned while the wheat will be gathered into his barns.

God knows that not everyone will choose Him. But everyone will be given every possible chance to make the
right choice. We are often angry at God because it seems as though he allows evildoers to go on doing what
they are doing. We listen to the headline stories on the evening news and we are infuriated by the fact that
nothing seems to change in Washington D.C., regardless of which party is in power. We watch as a young
man comes home from torture in North Korea and we wonder why God doesn’t do something to bring down
an evil regime. We see weeds allowed to spread throughout our world and we demand why God does not do
something.

God is doing something. He is giving us time to choose Him over sin. Some will choose the wheat and will
thrive in God’s Kingdom; others will choose to be weeds and will be burned. We make the choice every day.
We may not directly influence government policy or affect the decisions that are made at the highest levels.
But make no mistake: by our actions, we are choosing whether to be wheat or weeds. Prayer is our first
defense against the enemy; prayer empowers us to overcome the evil that the enemy can accomplish. As we
pray that our enemies’ hearts will be turned to God, we enlist the power of God. That power is mightier than
the loud voices in Washington D.C. or the missiles fired by North Korea or the fall-out from our own sins.
Know your enemy, even when you are your own worst enemy, and pray that God will rule over the sin of the
world.

As for football season . . . let the referees handle it. God doesn’t have a favorite team. He’s rooting for

everyone to win.
