They believed if the waters were 
stirred it was done by an angel and the first one in would be 
cured.  Jesus saw a man on his mat and he spoke with him 
and discovered the man had been there for 38 years.  Jesus 
asked him if he wanted to be healed.  The man said yes!  
Jesus said:  “Rise, take up your mat and walk!”  Jesus’ word 

bought healing to the man.  Jesus told him to stay away from 
sin so that something worse fall you.  This is a great challenge 
to us this Lent.  We all need healing in some way be it 
physical, spiritual or emotional.  We might need healing in our 
relationships.  We might know others who need healing.  Put 
yourself in the story.  Image you are the man on the mat and 

Jesus speaks to you and heals you.  Let Jesus do that in your 
prayer this lent.  Ask Jesus - God among us - to gift you with 
spiritual healing and peace. He can do it.  As Isaiah the 
prophet told us in our first reading God says, “See I am doing 
something new” – be a new creation in Christ Jesus Lent.
