Last week I introduced the survey for Disciples in Mission, a very 
simple two question survey. Your participation is important for 
the overall success of the Pastoral Plan in the Archdiocese. Again, 
I am asking that you reflect on our journey into Disciples in Mis-
sion and the work that we have begun in Pastoral Planning for St. 
Timothy.  
 

Back in 2013 Cardinal Se§n OôMalley established a board, the 
Pastoral Planning Advisory Board, that advises him on the imple-
mentation of Disciples in Mission.  Each year the board meets 
with him and presents to him a report on their study of the imple-
mentation.  To date there have been three reports. The board is 
independent.   
 

Each year they study a different question. Last year they studied 
the impact on pastors. This year they will be studying the impact 
on parishioners. It has two components. First, there are cards in 
the pews and we ask you to fill one out before, during or after 
Mass. This is the last week that the cards will be available.  Please 
put them in the collection basket or in the box in the gathering 
space. The hope is that most Mass attending adults will fill one 
out. 
 

 Each card has two simple questions: 
      Rate your understanding of Disciples in Mission (1-5) 
      How well is Disciples in Mission working in your parish 
      (1-5) 
 

Note that the cards are anonymous. Each card also has a tear off 
section (perforated) inviting you to go to an online link to answer 
a few more questions.  If you go that link, you will find the same 
two questions as on the card, as well as four others (with a box for 
you to type in an answer that is as long as you want). The online 
survey is available in English, Spanish, Portuguese, Vietnamese, 
and French. The link is http://www.disciplesinmission.com/
survey. The online survey will close on May 12. 
 

This is not an evaluation of our parish.  This is an evaluation of 
the implementation of Disciples in Mission. The Cardinal takes 
the reports of this group very seriously.  One need only look at 
the changes in the size of collaboratives to see that he makes spe-
cific decisions based on the reports this group makes.  Therefore, 
the better the data, the better the decisions.  And é the better the 
participation, the better the data. I hope that you will take the time 
to participate.

Resumption of distribution of the  
Precious Blood at St. Timothy�¶s 

We hope in the coming weeks to be able to resume the distribu-
tion of the Cup, the Precious Blood, at Holy Communion.  This 
flu season, however has been exceptionally long.  While the num-
ber of flu cases has declined, new cases are still occurring.  We 
think, therefore, that it is prudent to err on the side of caution and 
wait a bit longer before resuming the distribution of the Cup. 
We have been blessed to be able to receive Communion under
